4.4    Questions from Cllr’s:

Norfolk Council
· It was asked what Adult Social Care actually meant, what it covered. Cllr Colman replied that this was all encompassing and could include such things as care in the home, care after hospital stays and adult education. Councillor thought it was difficult to understand where responsibilities lay, which authority was responsible for what, council or NHS. Cllr Colman agreed it was a blurred line sometimes. He was happy to circulate his full report to Councillors for a fuller explanation.
· It was asked what the connection between Norfolk County Council and the Norfolk Pension Fund was. It was answered that Norfolk Council are the administering authority for the Norfolk Pension Fund
Breckland Council
· A question was raised about how it was decided who would attend the Parking Trial meeting to be held 2nd March. Cllr Colman replied that invitations were sent out to those groups concerned and it was up to the individual groups to decide who attended. The Deputy Clerk offered to look into who had been invited to attend on behalf of the Town Council.
The majority of comments received by councillors were could ‘the time limit of two hours to be lengthened to three hours’? Cllr Colman said he was happy to take these comments back to the meeting for those who could not attend.

· Cllr Colman reported that Breckland Council are willing  to provide a key to the Theatre Street car park for any large vehicles attending the Saturday market. Details need to be finalised to allow this to happen.
· Concerns were raised by councillors about the newly formed Retail Forum organised by Breckland Council. Specifically, why councillors were excluded from attending. It was also thought that the word Retail for the Forum was not correct, the word Business would be more appropriate. Cllr Colman replied that Breckland Council had only organised the meeting and did not have input into the agenda or who would be invited. He was happy to go back with the comments and thought that possibly Breckland could give some guidance to the Forum.

It was proposed that the Chairman of the Retail Forum be invited to attend a Market, Events & Tourism committee meeting to form links between them.

6. Report from the Town Hall by the Deputy Town Clerk

a) Clarification of ‘Below the line’ meetings –  The Deputy Clerk clarified ‘Below the Line’ for the benefit of the Committee adding that only the decisions taken in such meetings are made public. Confidential advice, reports and personal data protection issues remain private. 

b) Councillors asked what the protocol was for giving information to the press,  who is authorised to do this and what information is given. For the benefit of the meeting the Deputy Clerk explained that the Town Clerk was authorised by the Council to carry out these duties. During discussions it was suggested that the Councillors should decide what was released. It was  suggested that the Mayor and Deputy Mayor could discuss this at their next meeting with the Town Clerk.
It was agreed for the Mayor and Deputy Mayor to discuss this issue with the Town Clerk at their next meeting.
Green Britain Centre update – We are currently awaiting feedback of a meeting regarding sport and leisure from Breckland Council and their current contractors Parkwood Holdings and feedback from New Anglia LEP. Other minor enquiries had been made and at item 13.2 was hoped to appoint a solicitor later this evening. A further extraordinary meeting is to be held on 9th March to report on the progress of the on-going preliminary work and to confirm a date for public consultation on the options open to the Council.
Days Field update – The Town Clerk had previously circulated information to Councillors regarding concerns on rising costs for the on-going Outline Planning application. It had been agreed to go out to competitive tender for the remaining works. 

Internal Audit – Internal Auditor Nigel Archer from Auditing Solutions Ltd visited the office on 10th February to complete his interim report for the current financial year. The report will be circulated to all Councillors in time for the March Full Council meeting, and fully scrutinised by the Finance Committee at their meeting in April.

Town & Parish Council Forum – Six Councillors and the Town Clerk had attended the forum on 12th February. A presentation by the Leader Sam Chapman-Allen looking at the Breckland Budget and their various strategies and highlighting any achievements. There had been presentations by in-house accountant Alison Chubbock and on Neighbourhood Plan by Susan Heinrich
