501) CLERK’S REPORT

The contents of the Clerk’s report were noted and the following actions taken:

Traffic Calming

Cllr Betts has received some information about types of Vehicle Activated Signs and associated costs.  She also informed the meeting that Bridgnorth Council have a scheme in place whereby several parishes buy a VAS on a shared cost basis and use the sign for an agreed length of time before moving it to another parish.

Clerk to write to Neal Roderick,to ask if Telford and Wrekin are considering a similar scheme and underline that Little Wenlock would be interested in exploring options with T&W and other parishes.
Tarmaced Surface at Buildwas Lane

Cllr Hutchinson reported that she will visit archives with Bob King on his return from annual leave and will report findings to the next parish council meeting.

Clerk also to contact Mark Greaves to ask that the sign on Coalbrookdale Road can be moved into its correct position on Buildwas Lane, as long promised. 
 Drainage

Some gully emptying has been carried out but the work is not complete.  

Clerk to contact Jim Barber to report that some gullies have been missed and others have been inadequately cleaned.  Clerk will ask that workmen contact Cllr Roberts who will be happy to show them the location of the gullies.

Toilets at the Bottom of the Wrekin

Clerk to write to Mark Greaves and inform him that the Parish Council has not changed its position on the toilets in view of the prohibitive cost in relation to its annual budget and lack of benefit to parishioners, but would like to discuss with Telford and Wrekin ways of reopening this facility.

Planning Application W200/1527 (Paddoc House, New Works Lane)


The Clerk has now received correspondence which informs us that this application has been approved.  

Clerk to write to Eileen Griffin, Enforcement officer pointing out the Council’s displeasure that neither of the immediate neighbours received notification of this planning application  and request to be kept updated on outstanding  issues relating to Stable Cottage and Treetops.

Website

Cllr Chancellor presented a schedule of costs for the website.  It will cost approximately £250 for the makeover of the website and then £75 per year for maintenance.  Cllrs agreed that this was a reasonable cost and work on the website can go ahead.

Grid Reference Cards

Little Wenlock WI has produced Grid Reference cards for Little Wenlock residences and has asked the Council to donate half the cost. Cllrs agreed to this contribution of £32.00
Clerk to telephone Diana Justham and say that while we are happy to pay for half the cost, we would be keen to support extending this work to the whole parish given the particular value of the cards for outlying properties, asking the WI to consider this

Wrekin Area Committee – Resources Register

The Resources Register was put into the Circulation Pack for councillors to complete in pencil.  It will then be brought back to the Parish Open Meeting for discussion.

Wrekin Area Committee is holding an Open Meeting on 16th March which Cllr Chancellor will attend. Any issues which other councillors would like raised should be provided to him in writing at the next meeting.
