Councillor’s Reports.


Cllr. Tony Trim had received a complaint regarding an accident that occurred in Norton Lane from a 
vehicle driving out onto the lane from the car renovation company at the back of Norton Garage into the 
side of a car travelling down the lane. The PC had made a complaint previously to SBC regarding this 
entrance which the PC believed 
did not have any planning permission. It was agreed to contact the 
planning department at SBC once again regarding the entrance.

Cllr. Tony Trim had written to the Chief Executive Mr. James Freeman at SBC on 27th April regarding
the poor performance ref the planning put forward for Norton Ash Nursery site, to date he had still not 
received a reply.  Cllr. Trim pointed out that this was not the first time that Mr. James Freeman had 
failed to reply to correspondence sent by Cllr. Trim. 


It was agreed by the PC that Cllr Trim write again to ask why he had not received a reply.


Cllr. Fiona Boucher reported fly tipping of household goods on the footpath in Lewson Street just past 


The Plough Public House. The PC will report this to SBC.
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Cllr.Ron Cox reported fly tipping of a carpet in the lay-by on lower Norton Lane. The PC had already 
reported this to SBC and agreed to contact SBC once again regarding the issue.

Cllr.Ron Cox reported that the verges in Norton Lane that he reported last year had still not been 
trimmed.  Cllr. Fiona Boucher stated that she would ask her husband if he had previously arranged for 
them to be trimmed.
