


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648]Minutes of the Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 3rd June 2025 at 7.30pm 
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present: 
Cllr L Hopkins (Chair), Cllr M Martin (Vice-Chair), Cllr M Eley, Cllr G Hendrickson, Cllr J Mear, Cllr G Paton, T Grimes (Clerk) and CCllr B Laughton.

1. To consider any apologies for absence
SP gave apologies for missing the meeting.
SM gave apologies for having other meetings to attend.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages and spending the CIL money on the village hall. 

3. To approve the minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 6th May 2025 
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
There were no members of the public present but MM had been approached about vehicles speeding up the hill when JRL Modular Ltd staff leave the premises. The clerk was asked to send a letter requesting staff are asked to slow down.

5. To note matters arising from previous minutes 
There was nothing to update.

6. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
CCllr BL said there was nothing to report because meetings had been cancelled whilst newly elected councillors learnt the ropes, but the new leader of the council is Mick Barton.

7. To receive feedback from meetings/training attended
There haven’t been any meetings. 

8. To consider matters related to flooding 
LH will be attending training on Saturday 7th June.

9. To report on any ongoing issues from Pears’ lorries
The clerk reported having received details of several ‘smelly lorry’ incidents from residents which would be kept until required. 

10. To report on any ongoing issues at One Acre 
The clerk reported having received a number of responses from Robert Jenrick’s office, which seemed to have resulted in, or coincided with, some investigations by NSDC, the outcome of which was that the owner was out of the country. 
One resident had contacted GP to say there had been 2 more fires but no vehicle registration was provided.
It was agreed that all the council can do is to keep reporting.
The dike and tree were both mentioned again. LH offered to speak to Chris Briggs.

11. To consider matters relating to the Great North Road Solar Farm
a. Joint Parishes Action Group 
There hasn’t been a meeting, the next one will be one on 11th June.
b. Targeted Consultation
The new site access points were discussed. It was felt this targeted consultation may be the result of previous consultation responses in which it was suggested a one-way system was needed to reduce the impact of vehicle movements relating to the solar farm. It would seem GNR feel more routes in would spread the load.

RESOLVED: To respond to the consultation stating that in addition to previous responses, the council wish to add the following comment: the roads identified, particularly at point 2, are not suitable for this use. 
(proposed LH, seconded MM, carried unanimously)

c. Any other matters
There was nothing to discuss beyond the consultation.

12. To consider ways to spend the remaining CIL money
The clerk reported having spoken to the village hall and it was felt that a contribution towards the resurfacing of the car park would be very helpful and much appreciated and if it wasn’t possible to fund a retrospective project, then the work will be completed with bumper pads and painted bays so funding these would help. The clerk confirmed that there was £510.03 left to spend.

RESOLVED: To ask the village hall to detail materials required so that the council can purchase and donate these.
(proposed LH, seconded GH, carried unanimously, GP and MM did not vote being on the village hall committee)

GP gave apologies for having to leave due to not feeling well.

13. To consider purchasing new poppies
The clerk reported having £40 in ear marked reserves for replacing torn poppies and that these were currently £5 each. 

RESOLVED: To spend the remaining funds on new poppies.
(proposed MM, seconded ME, carried unanimously)



14. To consider responding to the following correspondence:
a. Notts ALC – AGM Invitation
The clerk tabled the details of the October AGM and asked if anyone wished to be a voting representative attending the event. No-one was able to commit to attending.

15. To consider responding to the following consultations:
a. Notts CC – Draft Local Nature Recovery Strategy
The document was discussed. There was concern that there seemed to be a mismatch between nature recovery and covering the land in solar panels which stall diversity because there is no crop rotation and restrict the flow of animals due to the fencing. The form, however, had limited reference to large scale solar. 

RESOLVED: That LH should respond along the lines of the discussion. 
(proposed MM, seconded ME, carried unanimously)

16. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
The chair asked if everyone agreed with the figures and then signed the documents.

b. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerk’s wages TBC
The clerk confirmed that the regular payment was due and that 2 hours 17 minutes would be carried forward for year-end work.

RESOLVED: To make this payment.
(proposed ME, seconded JM, carried unanimously, MM did not vote)

It was noted that there will also be a poppies payment of approximately £40 plus VAT, as approved in item 13 above.

17. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
Nothing was raised.

18. To note the date of the next meeting 
The next meeting will be on 1st July at 7.30pm.
