033/20 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/20/00110/FUL – proposed new bungalow on land adjacent to 44 Northampton Road, including new vehicular access and area of hardstanding to the front of the dwelling for parking and manoeuvring – 44 Northampton Road.
Following discussion, it was agreed that no comments were required on the applications received.
(b) Social/Housing/Planning Committee – following an amendment to those in attendance, it was resolved to adopt the minutes of the meeting of 25 February 2020 as a correct record.

034/20 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – PCSO Gareth Cross sent his apologies for not being able to attend.  He sent a report advising that 18 crimes were reported in February, less than half of those reported in January.  PCSO Cross will be holding surgeries at Earls Barton Library and Community Centre from 4-5pm on 27th March and 24th April.
(b) Who Really Cares – it was resolved to suspend standing orders for this agenda item to allow members of the public to take part in the discussion.  Concerns were raised over the level of shoplifting in the village.  It was resolved that the Clerk send a letter to senior management at the Co-op, along with Chris Heaton-Harris MP and Northamptonshire Police, insisting that action is taken and asking for a joint meeting to discuss the issue.

035/20 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – The planning application has now been submitted.  The Capital Grant application to BCW has also been submitted.  The Project Management Team are looking into updating the Business Plan as this will assist with fundraising.  Following a proposal, it was resolved to approve the amendment to the lease requested by Earls Barton Sports & Community Trust and to approve the lease start date as 19 March 2020.
(b) Pioneer Sports Field Update – the lease is still outstanding and this is holding up funding for improvements at the Pioneer Sports Field.  The Clerk is chasing this up.

036/20 Finance
(a) Risk Assessment – it was resolved to approve the Risk Assessment.

037/20 Annual Litter Pick
The annual litter pick will take place on 4th and 5th April, in partnership with The Barton Wombles.

038/20 Election 2020
The Clerk advised members of the dates of note relating to Elections 2020.  An information sheet will be drawn up for all those interested in standing for election.

Following discussion, it was agreed that EBPC does not have the resources to assist in the running of The Tower Magazine.  

040/20 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Elizabeth Way – it was noted that Elizabeth Way will be closed for three days from 23rd March for the installation of a new water connection.
(b) Trees/Hedging on Compton Way – a request for additional trees and hedging on Compton Way green area was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk look into the cost for next financial year.
(c) Tree Removal – The Square – it was noted that permission has now been received to remove the tree.
(d) Telephone Box – an update was received on the yarnbombing project.  It was agreed that the telephone box be yarn bombed during Festival Fortnight, with the option to extend the period.  It was also agreed that tree wraps and bunting can be hung in the village centre for Festival Fortnight.
