COVID-19 update from Councillor David Lloyd:
 
HART
 
As of Monday 6 April, 105 requests had been actioned by the HART team.
 
Case studies:
1)      Two separate EVP cases were referred to us by NCC. One male living in Walesby, another Male living in Collingham. The HART team called both to assess their needs and EVP parcels were delivered to both the same day.
 
2)      A lady living in Newark, confirmed as high risk due to severe asthma and lung problems. Her partner has symptoms, cough and fever and has been told to self-isolate. They do not have money to pay for food until 8 April. She does not have a shielding letter but the HART team encouraged the lady to discuss this with her GP as they believed she should be shielded. Her GP has now confirmed that he is sending out a letter telling her to shield herself for 12 weeks. We sent the family a food parcel and now shielded will receive the weekly EVP parcels.
 
Easter Bank Holiday – Community Hub/Hart operating hours
 
This weekend the Nottinghamshire County Council Community Hub will be operating Friday, Saturday and Monday 9am to 1pm and members of the HART team will also be on call during these hours.
 
NCC contact with vulnerable residents
 
Nottinghamshire County Council is writing to all residents who are aged 70 or above to remind them to stay at home. We received the content late Monday and the Chief Executive and SLT are currently reviewing the content and discussing the approach internally as we do not a data sharing agreement set up. Included with the letter will be two information leaflets from NCC on scams and social distancing, and a leaflet from NSDC signposting to local services available to support residents.
 
Tolney Lane
 
The Council has provided cleaning products and personal hygiene materials to protect the residents living at the Park View site on Tolney Lane. The site owner has also provided five additional portable toilets, which means every family now has their own toilet facility. Staff are continuing to monitor the area however at the moment everything is fine and the residents are abiding by the advice of only making essential travel.

District Council coordinating urgent food deliveries during coronavirus outbreak
 
WORK to distribute food and other essentials to Newark and Sherwood residents isolated by the Coronavirus pandemic is under way.
 
Newark and Sherwood District Council has joined forces with a number of partners, including Morrison’s, the British Red Cross, Ikea, Newark Town Council and local shops and market traders to ensure supplies reach those in need.
 
Nationally, Morrison’s is providing £10million of food to local authorities to distribute to food banks and community kitchens with the chain’s Newark town centre store providing food locally.
 
This food is being distributed to Newark Food Bank, the Salvation Army and Carriages Café, located at Newark Castle station, which is running a community kitchen to provide meals to residents in need every Wednesday. Non-perishable food supplies are being delivered, stored and packed into emergency food parcels at the District Council-run Palace Theatre, Newark on Appletongate which has temporarily been closed due to the COVID-19 outbreak.
 
These food parcels are to be distributed to those who are most in need – these are families and individuals who have identified themselves as needing help with food deliveries and include older people, families with disabilities and families on low income.
 
Newark Town Council is also assisting with the work and is coordinating with local market traders, to ‘top up the food parcels’ immediately prior to delivery with fresh fruit, vegetables and bread.
 
Councillor David Lloyd, Leader of Newark and Sherwood District Council, said: ‘It is only through working in partnership with Morrison’s, the British Red Cross, Ikea, the Town Council as well as a number of local suppliers and businesses, that we are able to ensure all those residents who need help with food supplies get it.
 
“I am grateful to all partners who have provided food for the Newark Food Bank as well as to the District Council which will go a long way to helping many local people in need. It’s also great to see that local market traders are also keen to be involved. The community drive at the moment is overwhelming and I would sincerely like to thank everyone involved, as well as all Newark and Sherwood residents who are staying safe at home.”
 
Aaron Brocklehurst, Newark Store Manager, of Morrison’s, said: “We want to do all we can at the moment to support as many people as possible with food supplies. Working with Newark and Sherwood District Council ensures that supplies are getting to the people most in need. We are sending deliveries of ambient food – such as canned goods and pasta – so it can be stored and is ready to go out whenever it is needed.”
 
The Council is also in contact with a number of other national and local outlets and is hoping to set up additional arrangements with these to provide further emergency food as this pandemic continues.

All emails and calls will be triaged by the County Council and details passed to the District Council to action. Emergency food parcels are delivered with a supply of food, enough for 3-4 days and information about how to access food in the longer term. Fixed Penalty Notices
 
The Council has received a proposal from NCC in terms of processing Fixed Penalty Notices. 
 The Health Protection Regulations 2020
[bookmark: _GoBack]Enforcement issues

1. The Health Protection Regulations came into force at 1pm on the 26th March 2020 and remain in force until 25th September, 2020 (unless revoked by the Secretary of State sooner) although the continuing need for the restrictions imposed must be reviewed by the Secretary of State every 21 days.

1. During the emergency period, the Regulations introduce a number of specific requirements designed to support social distancing measures. In brief these are as follows;
1. Regulation 4-the requirement to close premises selling food and drink for consumption on the premises (such as cafés, restaurants and public houses). 
1. Regulation 5-the requirement to close other businesses to all but online / telephone / postal trading that are not exempted by the Regulations (exemptions are food retailers, pharmacies, veterinary practices amongst others)
1. Regulation 6 –the prohibition of unnecessary (i.e. movement other than that necessary to obtain food/medical supplies, undertake essential exercise etc.)
1. Regulation 7-the restrictions on public gatherings of 2 or more people

1. The Regulations introduce a Fixed Penalty Notice fine of £60 (the first of which may be reduced to £30 for prompt payment) issued by an authorised person. Any subsequent FPNs are issued at double the amount of the previous FPN fine up to a maximum of £960. The authorised person for all offences means a Police Constable or a Police Community Support Officer though for contraventions of Regulations 4 and 5 (closure of food & drink premises; and closure of shops etc. respectively), a person so delegated by the Local Authority. 

1. There have been some preliminary discussions with Nottinghamshire Police regarding their wish to utilise these powers and to be able (if required) to issue FPNs. The Regulations link to primary Public Health legislation which means the first tier (District/Borough) Authority has the power of prosecution. Consequently if the Police are to provide a countywide enforcement service issuing FPNs (in particular for Regulations 6 and 7) they would need FPN booklets for each first tier authority with each District/Borough providing the processing support. Officers would have to be aware of the District/Borough they are within when issuing any and liaise independently with each District/Borough.

1. An alternative would be to utilise the single back office used by all LA’s in Nottinghamshire for Penalty Charge Notice processing. NCC’s Central Processing Unit based in Sutton-in-Ashfield has experienced staff available and can configure the existing enforcement software and provide a single payment portal for any FPNs issued. As with PCN’s each FPN would be issued in the name of the District/Borough Council and full access can be made to the software by all participating authorities. This would enable the design of a single FPN for the Police to be used everywhere in the County with one contact address, phone number and payment portal. The design, printing and distribution of this FPN would also be issued centrally as controlled stationery with issuing details emailed securely to the CPU daily for progression.
