	Report from Shropshire County Councillor
Cllr Picton gave a further update on the Boundary Review that Oldwoods and part of Walford Heath may go to Baschurch P.C.
Mr Bridgeman attended the meeting and gave a report about Leaton Estate. They have hosted a LEAF open farm Sunday, which was very well attended. They are also supporting local dairy farmers to provide grazing at an affordable rate. He informed us that some of their properties were being renovated, and that the estate has now opened a camping facility.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr Bridgeman answered a query from Mr Harmer over survey works to the field North of  Percy Thrower Avenue (The Beacon Field). Mr Bridgeman confirmed that it was the intention of the Estate trustees to submit an application for around 25 affordable homes in the near future, it was possible that the estate may retain 5 or so for the estate to manage.  Mr Bridgeman was of the opinion that they intended the new development to run adjacent to the "existing affordable homes site" at Percy Thrower Avenue, he was informed that these houses are all privately owned, not shared ownership.

Mr Harmer asked if there were any plans for a consultation on the application with the PC. Mr Bridgeman noted that this was being handled by Berrys on behalf of the Estate and not something he was directly involved in. It was requested that this be fed back to the trustees, but in the mean-time the PC agreed to reach out to Berrys to encourage a dialogue.
