4. Report from the Mayor and Town Clerk
4.1. Mayor’s Announcements 
· Green lights on the Buttercross were arranged to celebrate St John’s Day. This went well.
· Attended a question and answer session at Hammonds. 

· Attended the Dessert Rats.
· Cllr Bell attended a service at Kings Lynn Minster.

· Town Assembly – If the councillors were happy with the draft agenda presented it can be published tomorrow. Invites can then  be sent out next week. 

The agenda for the Town Assembly was agreed.

4.2    Urgent reports, correspondence, or information at the Mayor’s discretion

No reports received.
4.3. Town Clerk Report and Councillors Questions:  
The unusually high water rates bill received for the Town Hall were being investigated. A plumber has been booked to check for any leaks. The new piece of fitness equipment, a bike, has been fitted today on the Recreation Ground. No questions were raised by the Councillors.
5. Minutes 
5.1. The minutes of 9th June 2021 Full Council meeting and the minutes of 5th July Extraordinary Full Council meeting were both agreed as an accurate record of the meeting and signed by the Mayor.
6. Finance
6.1. Accounts for July 2021
Payments lists for July 21 were circulated to Councillors for review prior to the meeting. See appendix 3.
It was agreed to accept the payments for July 2021.
6.2. Budget for Christmas event over 4th/5th December 2021
At last month’s meeting it was agreed to support the draft budget prepared for a one-day Christmas event on Sunday 5th December and the concept of a two-day event. A projected budget has now been prepared for a two-day event. It is recommended to accept the projected budget and underwrite a two-day Christmas event for Saturday 4th and Sunday 5th December and delegate to the Christmas Lights Working Group to a maximum financial risk of £6,269 as per the amended budget.
It was agreed to accept the projected budget. 10 votes for and 2 abstains.
6.3. Returned grants received last year for cancelled events due to Covid-19.
Two grants had been received for £500 each, unfortunately these can no longer be used by the Council. The Manager of Iceni has asked if the Council would consider re-allocating one of the grants and support their event to provide a tea dance for care home residents on Wednesday 4th August 10am-12noon.
It was agreed to re-allocate one of the grants to support Iceni’s event.
6.4. Notification of grant success for Orford Road play areas.
Notification of a successful grant application made by Project Grant Support Officer Sue Dent had previously been circulated to Councillors. It is hoped to go out to tender for this project shortly. This was completed just prior to her contract ending, the Councillors wished for their thanks to Sue Dent be recorded in the minutes. 
7. Correspondence or Information
7.1. General


a) Weekly correspondence or information

b) NALC - Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Beacons on 2nd June 2022.
The Council were asked if they wished to be involved in this National Event? If agreed a Working Group will be required later. 
It was agreed to be involved in the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Beacons event.

c) Open Spaces Society Re-Footpath No 45
The Open Spaces Society have objected to the moving of the Footpath No.45 which passes through the Barratt Homes development. The Society heartily encourage Swaffham Town Council to press for a better deal for the public.
Breckland have already agreed to the moving of the footpath therefore the Council need to ask the developers to voluntarily register the ‘public open space’ as a Town Green or give a strong reason not to.

d) Councillor surgery at the Saturday Market
A request to reinstate the weekly Councillor Surgery at the Saturday Market had been received. A brief conversation was had on the purpose of the gazebo. It was noted that the gazebo was for the use of all Councillors to promote all interests. 
It was agreed to allow the occasional use of a gazebo for all persuasion’s, to promote all interests. 11 votes for and 1 abstention. 
e) CPRE  ceremony 16th  September 2021
Good Lighting Practice CPRE Awards 2021 – Swaffham was given the award for the Council’s effort to set up and implement a new street lighting policy to tackle light pollution in Swaffham. 
It was agreed for Cllrs Anscombe, Scott & Pilcher to attend the award ceremony. 
f)  Relief in Need transition proposal

Transition Proposal: That Swaffham Town Council delegate a committee to execute this transition and take authority on behalf of STC for the following, but not limited to, priority actions:

The Council were asked to consider ‘in-principle’ support for a potential community project at the Haspall’s Road skatepark, and delegation to the Assets & Open Spaces Committee to discuss the finer detail for delivery. Details had been circulated previously. It was recommended to approve the concept ‘in-principle’ and delegate delivery and any further discussions to the Assets & Open Spaces Committee next week.
It was requested to look at any potential H & S issues. 
It was agreed to support ‘in-principle’ a potential community project at the Haspall’s Road skatepark, and delegate to the Assets & Open Spaces Committee to discuss the finer detail for delivery.

h) Potential use of the public toilets building for Youth based activities
Cllrs Bass, Oliver and Edwards outlined the proposal for a self-sustaining youth centre and drop-in centre. The Council were asked to accept ‘in-principle’ the idea. A consultation with the youths would be required for the next stage and funding researched. It was suggested that maybe Breckland could be approached for funding. It was also suggested to wait until the Asset Review was back. 
It was agreed ‘in principle’ to accept the proposal and to take the next step to explore funding and feasibility.

Carbon cutting commitment central to new county transport plan

A plan set to drive the county’s transport policy for the next 15 years is to be discussed by county councillors next week.

The ambitious Local Transport Plan has at its heart the aim to support a growing economy, strengthen communities and reduce our impact on the environment.

A carbon cutting commitment is central to the transport plan which supports the county council’s pledge to achieve net zero carbon by 2030, which councillors adopted as part of the authority’s Environmental Policy in November 2019.

The plan sets out how the county council will seek to make sure that shorter journeys can be made by active travel and meet the Government’s objective for England to be “a great walking and cycling nation”.

Key challenges that the plan seeks to address include carbon reduction and air quality. Rural bus services also feature heavily in the plan as it’s acknowledged that connections to essential services and facilities remain a challenge, particularly in rural areas. To help address this the authority has already committed to an enhanced bus partnership, setting out how the county council will work together with bus operators, and a Bus Service Improvement Plan is in development.

Breckland District Council Report

1. Green Britain Centre – the sale of the GBC has been completed as per the Press Release recently issued with the proceeds ringfenced for Sports and Leisure provision in Swaffham. Breckland has retained ownership of the land occupied by the Ecotricity turbine and therefore access to same but no decision has yet been reached as to whether the Turbine will be reopened to the public for tours.
2. Sports and Leisure – at a meeting of Swaffham Members on July 9th with Sam Chapman-Allen, Rob Walker and Sarah Suggitt, the new Executive Member for Sports and Leisure it was agreed to approach Swaffham Town Council for the gifting of the 2 acres of owned land to the north of the GBC, bought previously by STC for the provision of a swimming pool. Other sites have been considered for the new S & L facility, including the Nicholas Hamond Academy, but it was agreed that the above represented the best location. Subject to the agreement of the Town Council, further funding will be sought in addition to the GBC proceeds from, including but not limited to, Norfolk County Council and S106 monies.

3. Covid 19 – Breckland continues to offer support to local businesses with our updated Spring Back Business Support Programme, which to date has approved grants to 25 businesses totalling £51,000. Further government funding is awaited in order to continue this scheme. The Covid Safe and Adaption Grant programme has also offered grants up to £5,000 and to date has issued over £100,000 to local businesses with further applications in the pipeline. The Digital Breckland and Expanded Enterprise and Start Up programmes have also been very well received with 99 businesses so far receiving £230,000 in grants and 21 busineses receiving £109,000 respectively. The Covid Safe Scheme has proved very successful with 147 businesses so far accredited.

4. Town Delivery Plans – looking at helping Breckland bounce back from Covid 19 and build a strong and sustainable economy for the future is progressing with the work in Dereham  almost completed. Swaffham and Watton are in the next phase, anticipated from July to November. An on line survey for Swaffham is now live and can be viewed at https://breckland.gov.uk/Future-Breckland and any questions can be directed to the Project Team at tdps@breckland.gov.uk
5. Serco – just a heads up that the demand for new or replacement brown Garden Waste bins has outstripped supply so that at present there is an 8 to 12 week waiting period for delivery.

6. MTI – further progress is being made along the concept of “Sustainable Swaffham” and it is hoped that the new Green Planters can be purchased and installed in the near future.

7. Promoting Swaffham – Cllr Ed Colman and I met with Breckland Cllr Paul Clausen and Breckland Officer Andrew Holdsworth on June 9th for an introductory tour of Swaffham where we were able to acquaint both with the issues impacting on Swaffham and how these could benefit from additional Breckland input and support.
