1. CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS AND APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Cllr Thomas welcomed all to the meeting.

Cllr Graham Bevan (Vice Chairman), gave his apologies which were accepted
Cllr David Beaney (DDC & KCC) also gave apologies.

3.  	PUBLIC CONTRIBUTION TIME

It has been noticed that none of the village signs in Wootton AONB, The Clerk will investigate this and obtain a cost for supply and fixing.

Many signs in the area need maintenance and currently cleaning and removing obstructions such as branches is undertaken by volunteers.
It was requested that LHRC is included on future agendas.

Recent users of Wootton Village Hall have complained that the noise from LHRC is impacting on their events – in particular on 4th September, complaints were made to DDC, but their response was reported to be inadequate. Car and bike track days are becoming increasingly noisy, and residents believe that this exceeds 50 db. Submitting individual complaints to DDC is essential.

It was also commented that LHRC have moved their noise monitoring point to an area which is closer to the A2, the question has arisen about how road noise will impact on the readings.

LHRC are showing noise limit requirements for events, e.g. “Please note there is a noise limit of Static: 100db and Drive By: 92db on all vehicles out on track.” This needs to be checked with DDC.

A leaflet will be produced showing how residents can report noise issues from LHRC. Cllr Thomas will also write to DDC to confirm the DDC noise monitoring schedule, this is believed to be 12 times per year.

Highways, footpaths, public rights of way

The 30mph area extension has been estimated to cost £5.5K in total, a contribution from KCC of £1K is anticipated. Cllr Bevan will make a formal proposal at a future meeting. 
Speeding has been noticed again in Wootton – Cllr James will write to Dover Truss Company requesting that they ask staff to drive considerately. Cllr James will also look at signage options. Cllr Thomas will write Selsted school to find out if that have any issues with speeding vehicles.
Stiles on rights of way are being investigated by Cllr Bevan.
The village clean-up  was held on 11th September with protective clothing supplied by DDC along with litter pickers.  Cllr Hodges led the team of volunteers in Wootton whilst Sue Goddard led a team in Denton. 8 bags of rubbish were collected, although it took Veolia a week to do this.
