Matters Arising from Minutes
KCC advised that the owner of the garage would be contacted and asked to move the coffee sign situated on the verge of The Old Nursery site as it is impairing drivers vision when pulling out of Norton Road
A resident advised that the owner of the XL Bully dog with no muzzle being exercised in the blackcurrants drives a light blue Ford Focus. On further investigation it was confirmed by another parishioner that this dog  was not a XL Bully but a Can Corso which is not considered dangerous. However, there have not been any recent sightings of the dog.

Parish Maintenance Update
At the time of writing the Cricket Club have no winter fixtures but advise that there are regular football matches. A schedule of events has been requested so that it could be placed on the Notice Board for parishioners information but has not yet been received.
A repair in the road has been made to a large water leak in Worlds End

A request to KCC for new tarmac to be laid in Norton Lane has again been made. The request was refused and their response was that there is no money available. The clerk advised that the PC had been told by KCC for the last 15 years that no money was available despite allocating the money in 2023 to Norton and then taking it away. Therefore, the new area Manager was contacted who sent an engineer to inspect Norton Lane. No feedback was received therefore after 3 weeks he was contacted again. He advised that he will arrange for the localised patches (pot holes) to be repaired but not re-surfacing.  The clerk requested that the repair of pot holes is standard procedure and therefore consider laying a surface dressing.  He advised he will again speak to the engineer. The Clerk again contacted KCC and was advised that a service dressing will be laid in 2025. The Clerk had contacted both Cllr. Julien Speed and Cllr. Lloyd Bowen regarding the situation but did not receive a reply from either 

The “Give Way” sign in Norton Road was hit by a vehicle and the pole was snapped.  It was reported to KCC who have replaced the damaged pole and positioned the sign back into place
