	       The following rules of engagement have been agreed by Cllr Miller and Cllr Wharf	
a) i)	A monthly report will be produced of their activities that they will distribute to all  	Parish Clerks who are welcome to distribute it onwards to whoever they 	see fit.
ii) They will produce a spreadsheet of the parish meetings showing which ones they will try to attend; they will not be able to attend all of them but they will do their best for one of them to make most of them, however with 10 parishes it is inevitable that they will occasionally miss one or two.
iii) They will hold surgeries once or twice a month and will hold them for half an hour before the start of a parish council meeting. They will indicate which parishes they will be holding the surgeries in the monthly report.
iv) They can be emailed or telephoned at any time if you have some issues and this particularly applies to chairs vice chairs and clerks.
v)  If a Parish Councillor asks them to do something, they need to be sure that this is a parish request and not an individual request. So, they will, in general, look for a request to come from the clerk, chair or the vice chair.
vi) If a councillor has an issue, they would be grateful if the person could let them know before the Parish Council meeting so that they can do some research for them. If people have an issue that the unitary councillors only hear about first at the Parish Council meeting they are unlikely to be able to do much about it other than taking it away to do some investigative work.
vii) They intend to hold a West Purbeck wide meeting once or twice a year at which all chairs, vice chairs and clerks will be invited to attend this meeting. The meeting will discuss common issues plus anything added onto the agenda by chairs and vice chairs. They will almost certainly invite a guest speaker to the meeting to talk about a current "hot" issue.
b) The new council has formed 3 area planning committees with the eastern one being in Wareham. 
c) The Camp Bestival licencing will be roughly the same format as previous years.
d) There will be a directory for Parish and Town Councils.
e) Cllr Manuel said that she has experienced difficultly in contacting the Unitary Council as the telephone system appeared to go round in a loop.
f) Cllr Miller will raise the issue with the Portfolio Holder of the shoppers permit, as currently they are only valid to the old District Council areas whereas it should now be Dorset wide.
