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The village’s grape harvest was picked at Higher Sandford House by a willing crew of villagers early in October, the first since 2018. The season has been kind, and there are good expectations for the wine, which should appear early in 2023.

Cellage à Deux played their ‘Cellacious’ performance in the Village Hall to acclaim on 9th October. Few had realised the broad breadth of the cello’s range and how many musical styles it can contribute towards.

The Church and Churchyard Clean-Up on 15th October was supported by a small but hardy team who achieved worthwhile results, inside the church and out.
