PRESENT: Cllrs. Clifford, M. Blake, Ford, Moore, The Clerk Mr S W Knobbs
Cllr Clifford opened the meeting at 3 p.m. and thanked all for attending the first Planning Working Group meeting and Cllr M. Blake for providing his home as the venue.

Subjects discussed were:

a. Hinstock Village design statement (as circulated prior to the meeting). Considered a very good document, agreement was that should be progressed with the possibility of producing such design statement as a Supplementary Planning Document (with professional help and advice, and potential cost).

b. Cllr. M. Blake said that he had contacted CPRE for advice and they will reply to him later in the week. A 2011 CPRE planning booklet was tabled.
c. Current planning applications were briefly discussed: Station Yard, Pipe Gate (10 houses) which was supported by the Parish Council, Grove Crescent, Woore, both currently subject to a newt survey, Newcastle Road (possible 50 houses) and Cherry Tree Lane (possible future application).

d. Discussion on Community Hub position - to be discussed further at next meeting.   

e. Irelands Cross Development - 13/02698/OUT - 10 houses. Anticipated that it is likely to be considered at the Planning Committee meeting of 11 February 2014. Cllr Ford said he would be able to attend that meeting. Discussion was held on potential to claim expenses/allowance for attending such planning meeting. (Note after meeting informed going to 14 January meeting.)
f. Inviting such as Cllr. Cadwallader or representatives from ‘The Planning Group’ (professional advisers on Ireland’s Cross) to future Planning Working Group meetings. Chair agreed to invite ‘The Planning Group’ to next meeting. 
g. Membership, Powers and Purposes details discussed, agreed and scheduled in document that follows on page 2. This is recommended for approval by full Council.  The Group also recommends that Councillors attending Shropshire Planning meetings to argue the Council’s position be eligible to claim expenses, and that a budget be available for the work of the Group. 
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Meeting closed at 5.15 p.m.
It was agreed that the next Planning Working Group meeting be held 27 January 2014 commencing at 3.00 p.m. - venue to be agreed.
