Minutes of Annual Parish Meeting held 7.15pm, Tuesday 30 April 2024 
1. Present: Parish Council acting Chairman, Dr M Parks, Parish Clerk, and 7 members of the public.
2. Apologies for absence: G Mousley, N Robbins, M Brodie.
3. The Minutes of the Parish Meeting held 25 April 2023 were approved as a true record. 
4. Alison Worton was presented with a certificate issued by the KALC Awards Scheme in recognition of her services to the local community and in particular for the post-pandemic reinstatement of the village community coffee mornings.
5. A presentation was given by Rob Philpott on behalf of the Dover Beekeepers Association who have over 100 members, with a number living in Temple Ewell.
Temple Ewell is a good place for bees due to the large areas and year-round variety of flowering plants. Bees hibernate in the winter and are fed a sugar/syrup mix in their hives. Each hive contains around 10,000 bees but this can increase to 50,000 later in the year, with each hive producing around 30 ponds of honey each year. There is just one type of honeybee in the UK but there are also 273 species of Solitary Bees that live in the ground. Bees fly up to 3 miles from their hive or nest.
The biggest threat to bees is Asian Hornets; many were found in the Dover/Folkestone area last year, however actions to destroy their nests seem to have worked as so far in 2024 only 3 have been sighted, with 2 of these having been brought into the UK on vehicles passing through Dover.

Rob was thanked for his interesting & very informative presentation.

7. The Parish Clerk exhibited a set of accounts for Temple Ewell Parish Council together with a financial report for the year ended 31 March 2024. It was also agreed to adopt the audited accounts for the year ended 31 March 2023. 
8. Discussion and Questions:

· East Kent Morris Dancers will be at The Fox on 8 May; it was suggested that they may provide suitable entertainment for the D-Day celebrations on 6 June. Parish Clerk to check their availability for this event.
· It was suggested that several people have historic records of the village and that it would be useful to have a local place to display this archived material. It was explained that the Parish Council do not own any buildings within the village and that possible options might be the Village Hall or the Church of St.Peter & St.Paul. 

· An enquiry was made regarding rubbish & vegetation disposal at the allotments and whether it might be possible to hire a skip for this purpose. Parish Clerk to discuss with Madeline Watson Charity committee.

· Bob Newington & his volunteers were thanked for their maintenance of Dragon Wood which is a pleasant and useful location in the centre of the village.

· An enquiry was made regarding maintenance of the embankment next to Lorna’s Hairdressers and the current position regarding the Parish Council to take this over from KCC. It was explained that an examination of the soil conditions and likely layer of rubble beneath the ground would be conducted later this week, and then a revised plan submitted to KCC based on what might be able to be grown at this location.

· Mention was made regarding the lack of attendance by the elected District and County Councillors at Parish Council meetings; the Parish Clerk advised that similar attendance levels occurred at neighbouring Parish Council meetings.
