[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th January 2018 at 7.15 p.m. in Shireoaks Village Hall

5474 Apologies.
Apologies were received from Councillors B Ayton, Wild, Jones and Fielding .  
5475 Declaration of Interest
Councillor Pressley declared an interest in RDS.
5476 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 12th December 2017.
[bookmark: _Hlk503731591]Councillor Robinson requested minute 5466 – Station Car Park be amended to read:- The date for the Parish Council to meet with John Mann MP and the Chief Executive, BDC,  has been arranged for 10am on Wednesday 3rd January at the Village Hall. The issues for discussion are car parking and the erection of the metal fencing. Network Rail had gone ahead with the works despite requests from the local authorities to discuss other options. It is felt that Network Rail could have handled the situation very differently and there appears now to be no right of appeal. Councillor Robinson then proposed the minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor MacDonald.
5477 Matters arising 
a) Council Vacancy - Mr Corrie was present at the meeting.  The Chairman proposed he be co-opted onto the council, seconded by Councillor Robinson and all agreed.  The clerk handed over the relevant forms to be completed.
b) Station Car Park -  The Chairman reported on the meeting which she had attended with Councillors Blagg, Hauxwell, Robinson and Fielding also in attendance were David Pidwell, John Mann M.P. and Neil Taylor Chief Executive of Bassetlaw District Council. The issues for discussion were car parking for rail users and Councillors told of their concerns with the metal fencing that had appeared and looked a mess in a conservation area. The few car parking spaces available for use by rail users had now been removed following the installation of the fencing. Councillor Fielding raised the issue of the cycle path now being potentially blocked, as signage is not obvious to mark the sustrans route, and that someone had gone into the canal previously using the old tow path route, which is why it was re-routed. It was mentioned that Northern rail had intimated that some money may be available to help with the car park project.
 County Councillor Fielding is arranging for a site meeting with Highways to look at any safety issues with parking on the opposite side of the rail track on land currently used for storage purposes. Neil Taylor will look at the signage of the cycleway with his team and any enforcement issue will be dealt with. Cllr Pressley stated that he had received an email from Mr Taylor about this matter and the Parish council asked if they could receive a copy of this, although Mr Taylor should reply directly to the Parish council with his findings. John Mann is willing to speak nationally to Network Rail once the above points have been completed.
c) Cricket ground - District Councillor Pressley had reported that this is now in hand with Bassetlaw Legal Department.
d) Village signs - The clerk has received quotes which were discussed.  Councillors asked for a copy to be emailed to them and the clerk was asked to find out how long the stickers last.
e) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – The meeting has been arranged for 16th February.  The Chairman asked for a copy of the questions and there was discussion on riparian ownership and the deeds to the properties.
f) Benches Review – Benches have all been done and £250 has been received from Councillor Pressley.
g) Defibrillator – A letter has been received saying the money will be paid in within 10 working days.  The form of completion must be returned by 26th November 2018.  The clerk has requested updated quotes and is contacting the owner of the box.
h) Church Clock - The clerk is waiting for the photographs so that the form can be submitted.
i) Weight and Height restrictions on roads in the village and appropriate signage – The clerk has received a reply from Derbyshire saying the letter has been passed on to the relevant department who will be in touch.
j) Review Handyman Pay and Conditions (effective 1st April) - The Chairman has spoken to David who has no plans to retire or disappear while he is fit and well he would give as much notice as possible if he were to leave.  He explained that he is not coming as early as he used to and has been seen by councillors in the village later in the morning.  Councillors agreed to extend his contract for 6 months with the increase in minimum wage in April.
5478	New Business 
a) Dog Fouling – The email received has been circulated and was discussed.  The clerk has received emails from residents which were discussed and it was agreed the clerk should contact CALC for advice.  Councillors raised concerns about derogatory remarks on facebook and felt parishioners should be reminded that councillors are all voluntary and do not receive remuneration.  Residents are to be urged to report times and places to the dog warden who will come and monitor.
b) GPDR
Details have been received circulated and will be discussed further at the next meeting when the toolkit has been received, Councillor Hauxwell would not mind doing it.  The council had a data protection licence which was discussed appears not to have been renewed.
