MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING (Draft)
held at the Masonic Hall, Fairy Road, Seaview on Monday 17th March, 2014 at 7.00pm

PRESENT: Cllr Turner (Vice Chairman) (In the Chair), Cllrs Bradford, Jarman, Shimmen, Rayner, Thomas-Foxley, Kalaher and I.W. Cllr. Barry.

The Chairman welcomed Members and Residents (7)
The meeting was formally opened and questions were invited from members of the public.
A question was asked about an update on the shingle in front of the seawall on Duver Road. It was previously asked if Cllr Barry could make enquiries into having it reduced to a lower level to prevent flooding in the event of a storm. Cllr Barry stated that he had spoken to the IW Council (Peter Marsden) who in turn stated that they did not feel that it needed moving as it strengthens the sea wall. Cllr Barry was asked to re-approach the coastal manager about this issue which he promised to do and maybe even set up a meeting.
Concern was expressed from a resident about the amount of Lorries using Attrills Lane, leaving the road in a terrible state. Cllr Barry stated that he would approach the IW Council about the issue and find out what was going on.
