RESOLVED that the minutes of the previous meeting held on the 6th March 2018 were agreed as a correct record and signed by the chair.
	
17/1010 Request to purchase a Speed Indicator Device (SID)
        
  The Committee discussed a previous quote the Clerk had provided to purchase a 
  SID using £1000 from Borough Councillor Shirley Reynolds Ward Pride Fund. 
  The Clerk has had quotes from several other suppliers of SID’s but pointed out that 
  although the quote of £2300 seemed expensive the quality of the machine seemed 
  more robust and had been recommended and purchased by Telford & Wrekin 
  Council and neighbouring Parish Councils. 
 
[bookmark: _Hlk509928032]         RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to purchase a SID using £1000 donated 
         from Councillor Shirley Reynolds Councillors Ward Pride Fund, with the remainder   
         to be allocated from the underspend in the Street Lighting budget.

17/1011 General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR)

        The Clerk reported that she had liaised with SALC and Telford & Wrekin Council to
         Look at options available to ensure that the Parish Council is compliant with new 
         General Data Protection Regulations being brought in from the 25th May 2018.
  The Clerk recommended that an external Data Protection Office is appointed as 
  soon as possible to ensure that the Parish Council is compliant ready, due to 
  limited time scale. 

         RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to appoint a Data Protection Officer based 
         on the Clerks recommendations.




17/1012 Defibrillator signage

         The defibrillator has been fitter to the exterior wall of Holy Trinity Church, 
         Wrockwardine Wood on the 12th March and the Clerk requested that signage is 
         purchased to make residents aware of its location.

         RESOLVED that the Committee gave delegated powers to the Clerk to purchase a 
         sign for the front of the churchyard and for the back of the churchyard on Gibbons 
         Road.

17/1013 Parish Council Website

         Following a complaint from a resident at the recent Parish Council Meeting, that the 
         Parish website is not fit for purpose, the Clerk had made enquiries with Telford and 
         Wrekin Council (TWC) to provide a new website as discussed when the Parish 
  Council joined TWC’s IT network last September.  Unfortunately, this service is 
  now chargeable and will cost £900 to set up a website hosted by TWC.

         The Clerk was tasked to go away and find other quotes and bring them back to the 
         next meeting.
