3PL/2019/0423/HOU – Two storey extension to rear of property forming ground floor study and enlarged first floor bedroom.  3 Hoveton Drive, Mr & Mrs McHardy – REFUSED
3PL/ 2019/0453/A – 1 no non illuminated wooden fascia sign with painted lettering. 19A Market Place. Mrs M K Desborough. APPROVED
3PL/2018/1199/O – Erection of 60 dwellings with all matter reserved except access. Land at Princes Street. Haut Ltd – REFUSED
3PL2018/1437/O – Proposed residential development. Site adjacent to Tower View, Princes Street. MG Property Developments Ltd. – APPROVED
3PL/2019/0477/HOU – single storey rear extension and front porch extension. 8 Mill Lane, Mr & Mrs B Kilmartin - APPROVED
5. Planning Applications
Agenda Items 5.1 and 5.2 were considered together, 3PL/2018/0152/VAR Variation of conditions no 2 & 3 on 3PL/2013/023/F (anaerobic digestion renewable energy facility) – revised layout and design of building / plants and feedback quantum. Great Friars Farm, Silver Drift, Swaffham. Redstow Renewables Ltd 
3PL/ 209/0154/F Retention of 2 x surface water lagoons and earth bunding. Silver Drift Swaffham. Redstow Renewables Ltd No Objections with COMMENTS – the growers map shows sites to the South of Swaffham, transport from these sites are not taken into account by the traffic routing plan, also the plan does not identify the detail of routes to be used. The Town Council ask that a traffic management plan be drawn up so that vehicles from all growers avoid the built area of Swaffham. These measures are necessary when considering the air quality management zone.
3PL/2019/0606/VAR Variation of condition no 2 and no 3 on 3PL/2017/0314/F (Construction of 9 dwellings) – minor amendments No Objections with COMMENTS – There was no objection to the change of roof tile for ease of maintenance, however the tiles should be of a matching colour to the roof tiles used on the rest of the development.
3PL/2019/0642/HOU Proposed two storey side extension & single storey rear extension & front porch. 73 The Oaklands. Mr & Mrs Pavitt. OBJECTION with comments – referring to Policy HBE2 in Swaffham’s Neighbourhood Plan, it was considered that the size of the extension would be an overdevelopment of the site. Not in keeping with existing buildings and the character and of the area.

3PL/2019/0642/HOU Proposed two storey side extension and single storey rear extension and front porch – Amended plans – boundary fence added to scheme – Cllrs were unable to comment as there were no details available. These would be circulated to Cllrs by email for comment.
3OB/2019/0018/OB, Land on the East of Brandon Road Swaffham. Amendment to reduce the affordable housing provision. OBECTION with comments – the site is already largely built out under existing planning regulations and the provision of affordable housing is already considerably lower than the 40% stipulated in the current local plan.

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Cllr I Pilcher, stated that as a resident of Princes St, he and his neighbours were concerned that construction traffic at Tower View would cause problems for residents and anyone trying to use the restricted byway. In particular, the surfacing and narrowness of the byway made it unsuitable for heavy traffic. Currently, even the dustcart did not venture down the lane. There was no alternative access available than Princes St.
The chairman brought the comments from highways to the attention of the meeting, these stated that access issues for construction vehicles would need to be considered and resolved when reserved matters and the full application were put forward by the developer.
