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Steve and Viv ran July’s Village Café most successfully. This month it’s the turn of Lucy and Richard Slade and Lucy Howe. All are welcome!

Our village community faces two challenges. The Village Hall is investing £14,000 in solar panels and EV charging to cut/fund its long-term running costs and to become ‘Zero Emissions’. Early donations and a Low Carbon Dorset grant have raised £7,600, but the grant requires work to be complete before 2025. £5,000-£7,000 remains to be found: this is our village’s top priority. Our Church’s challenge is of a larger order: the Quinquennial Phase 1 repairs are complete; quotes are due for Phase 2. Phases 1 and 2 together are estimated to cost about £19,500. In addition, Phase 1 work on the chancel roof, i.e. over the church’s whole east end, has revealed that the roof may have less than five years’ life left. The PCC will apply for most of the up-to-£100,000 overall project cost to outside charities; but they will want to see our village prove its commitment by having raised an appreciable sum itself.

The Fete proceeds were just over £8,000, over twice our previous record! Thanks to this unexpected bonus, the Fete Management Committee has decided that £6,500 of this sum will go towards the church repairs, and the remainder to the Village Hall.
