· WD/2016/0328/FR & WD/2016/0329/LB – Bull Cottage, Ketches Lane, Sheffield Park TN22 3RY:  One and a half storey extension with single-storey entrance linking to original cottage.   Minor internal alterations to existing cottage.  Removal of existing external steps to studio over garage and extension of existing garage to provide enclosed internal stair.  Relocation of oil tank. Use of first floor of garage as bedsit/studio (retrospective).

This is a very old prop c1450 that offers no water facilities upstairs.  The updating proposed will not disrupt character original building, but would offer greater use of the facilities without compromising the original property. The owners have already updated the Old Reading Room, which, it was noted, had been very sympathetically restored. It confirms to DC 8, paragraph 3, in that it doesn’t harm the architectural integrity of the original building.  Councillor Dickens requested that a tie be added to the planning permission restricting use as separate residences in future. Councillor Dickens proposed that the parish council recommends the application for approval.  This was seconded by Councillor Setford and agreed by a unanimous vote.
· WD/2016/0496/F – The Old Forge House, Sheffield Green, Sheffield Park TN22 3RB:  Demolition of existing conservatory and construction of two storey side extension
This application is to remove an 80’s style conservatory and replace it with a two-storey extension with only one small window to front of property.  The property has been extensively enlarged to over the years, but the new additions wouldn’t change it aesthetically.  The property is not visible from road and not listed. DC18 appropriate in size & character, improvement will be beneficial. Councillor Lady Collum proposed that the parish council recommends the application for approval.  This was seconded by Councillor Dickens and agreed by a unanimous vote.
