Matters Arising from Minutes.

The Enforcement Officer at SBC had confirmed that no further correspondence had been received 
from the Planning Inspectorate regarding G&O Mowers.  He would contact the Parish Council 
immediately he receives any further information.

Parish Maintenance Scheme.

Several pot holes have been repaired in Lewson Street and Lower Norton Lane.  


A parishioner had notified the Parish Council that another 14 pot holes were visible in Lewson Street. 
and Worlds End. These were reported to Kent Highways who inspected them but reported that they did 
not meet the dimensions required for repair.

Fly tipping reported in Norton Lane has been removed.

The Parish Council had requested the cleansing of drains in Norton Lane.  Fifteen gullies and all lines 
are due to be cleaned on 12th September.  As these were cleaned in November the P. C.requested that a 
closer inspection of the gullies be made to confirm that there is no breakdown in the pipework.

The Parish Council agreed to take out a lighting maintenance contract with C.S.Mitchell Ltd., covering
the three lampposts in Lewson Street.

A one tonne salt bag for the village hall has been ordered from KCC.

Correspondence. 

The Parish Council had  received an enquiry by Mr. Graeme Sergeant who is
(sic) looking to find a small piece of ground to plant some new community cherry trees. as a memorial to the start of the first world war. Does the council have any derelict land or know any land owner who would allow this to happen. (sic) The PC advised  they do not own any land derelict or otherwise and were therefore unable to help.

The P.C. had informed Legal & General on two occasion that the iron gate had been removed at the entrance to the Old Wyevale site and bollards moved.  Five additional barriers had been put in place and a new gate is due to be erected. 
Ragwort had been sprayed on the redundant Wyevale nursery site and grass verge.
Kent Wildlife had spoken with the Parish Council regarding their logo that had been unofficially used on a board placed on the private verge outside the redundant Wyevale nursery site.   They advised that they did not erect the sign and would not do so without contacting the Parish Council and the landowner.
It had been brought to the Parish Councils attention that more consideration needs to be taken by motorists in Norton when driving near people riding horses in the lanes.  A motorist had driven dangerously close to the rear of a horse whilst a parishioner was out hacking.
