
Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting of Prees Parish Council held on Monday 11th January 2021
 at 7.00 pm via the video conferencing platform ‘Zoom’.

Present were Cllrs R Hirons; Mrs S Short; Mrs S Jones; Mrs B Finch; Mrs B Rainford; Mrs L Baer; Mrs D Foster; M Lanham and R List, together with Mrs K Sieloff clerk to the Parish Council. 

001/21 Public session.  Members of the public had been invited to attend via a link published on the Parish Council website but there were no members of the public present.
002/21 Apologies.  None received. 
003/21 Disclosure of pecuniary or non-pecuniary interest.  There were none.
004/21 Proposals to be considered
1. That the Parish Council should make an initial grant of £500.00 to North Salop Wheelers to facilitate the transport of Prees residents to the Robert Jones & Agnes Hunt Orthopaedic Hospital in Oswestry for Covid-19 vaccination.
2. That the Parish Council should agree to review the provision at subsequent monthly PC meetings.
After discussion concerning, among other aspects,  the developing situation surrounding the provision of the vaccine, and the likelihood that within a few weeks there will be multiple local sites where it will be available, Cllr Hirons offered a slightly amended proposal as follows:

That the Parish Council should make an initial grant of £500.00 to North Salop Wheelers to facilitate the transport of higher-priority Prees Parish residents to clinics offering Covid-19 vaccination and that the Parish Council should review the possibility of further provision of grants at subsequent monthly PC meetings.

This was seconded by Cllr Mrs S Short and all were in favour.  The clerk was asked to raise the cheque and arrange for signing as soon as possible.
