Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting of Moreton Say Parish Council meeting held at The Clive Hall, Moreton Say on Wednesday 25th May 2016 at 7.30 pm

1. Welcome / Present / Apologises – Councillors present as listed above along with 4 members of the public.
2. Declarations of Interest – None

3. Public Session – Before the public comments were raised the Chairman reminded the meeting that the Parish Council are only a consultee in the planning process and it was Shropshire Council which ultimately granted or refused planning applications in the Parish.                                                                                               A discussion took place regarding the planning application 16/01936/COU – Change of use application from C3 use (residential dwelling) to C2 use (residential institution) for an 8 bedded children’s home with staff – Shavington Grange, New Street Lane, Market Drayton, Shropshire TF9 3RH with 3 members of the public expressing their various objections to this planning application.                                                                           A discussion also took place regarding taking over the lease of the Moreton Say Bowling Green and the Clerk was instructed to write to Mr Watney of Balfours regarding the Parish Council’s short term plan of removing the hedge to alleviate parking pressure at the Village Hall, Church and School and the more long term plan for the area of a recreational grass area for sports and games as well as a community playground with playground equipment which would not only benefit the children presently in the village but also future residents in view of the planning permission at Church Farm for 20 new dwellings.
4. Planning - 16/01936/COU – as detailed above. Cllr Joyce advised the meeting that she, along with members of the public had met Bob Yetzes CEO of Bryn Melyn (applicant and potential leaseholder), David Groves of Balfours (Agents) and William Heywood-Lonsdale (Owner of Shavington Grange) who had been able to provide further information about the planning application. This matter was further discussed and the Parish Council decided to object to the planning application on the grounds of proximity to a working farm with its livestock, machinery and flammable fertiliser store in adjacent buildings to the house. The Parish Council are concerned about safeguarding both the children, who would be residing at the House, and the neighbouring farming business and the security aspect, given the size of the grounds, and therefore consider this property to be unsuitable for the purpose. The Council were also concerned about the track record of standard of care and the security record of this company. They were also concerned about the fact that the house is situated right on a dangerous road which is subject a sixty mile an hour speed limit.
