1. Welcome.

The chairman welcomed all present, thanking inipaler John Farmer, Stan Collins and
Peter Thornton for kindly attending.

In addition, present were Terry and Anne Armitstéddorman and Cathy Winter, Margaret
and Claire Dixon and S. Elliott.

2. Apologies.

Apologies were received from Andrew and Jen Arraddt and Tony and June Dixon.
3. Approval of minutes of meeting of 7 March 2016.

4. John Farmer: National Park and Rural Broadband isstes.

John, chairman of Longsleddale Parish Meeting amgmber of the Lake District

National Park, gave an update on installatiorupesfastoroadband. There is a need for
adequate speed and coverage in rural parts of Ganflinis can either be achieved by
extending the reach of fibre, or provision of aajer version of satellite service than is
presently available. B4RN is a fibre-to-the-prersiatiernative to BT's FTTC [fibre to the
cabinet], and has been successfully introducednmesplaces, and is being introduced as
close to us as New Hutton. CW spoke of experiesagyuB4RN at Dolphinholme. PT said
that access to superfast broadband would havefeat eh property prices. NW commented
that our parish is a community divided; provisiorgently reaches some of the parish, but
not all.

JF then gave an outline of the structure ofNlagional Park, which includes parts of
neighbouring Whinfell and Fawcett Forest parisimei$ iecent extension. He referred to the
various committees, in particular the planning cattea. Half the annual funds comprised a
grant from national government, which was dimimighyearly. He said that priorities were
the cultural environment and landscape, and thébeiely of local communities. He
recommended that those with an interest shouldwewhemselves in the Park’s current
public consultations on planning matters. He reféto the present policy of disposal of
property surplus to requirement provided a suitgblehaser could be found — e g the
Yewbarrow woodland in Longsleddale. SC rehearssaWwn reasons for objecting to
seeking World Heritage status, which JF supportediiding potential adverse effects on
existing tourism provision, and possible accelerabf depopulation.

Norman reminded the meeting that as agreed thideiag handled by Skelsmergh and
Scalthwaiterigg Parish Council, as falling withirat parish. He had heard nothing new on
the matter.

Peter gave an update. He said he had writtencto leausehold in Fawcett Forest, reminding
them that unless a chairman could be found theisiPdeeting was not on a footing to
proceed. He had presented two options therefeither to remain inoperative as at present,
or to join with Whitwell and Selside Parish Meetinif they chose this the decision would
need to be ratified at a future meeting of theetatiHe had only received one reply and
accordingly had re-written suggesting a meetingesidents with a view to electing a
chairman. A quorum of two would be needed. I {mioposal failed he would recommend
joining as outlined. In the latter case parishrmaries and parish constitutions would
remain otherwise unaltered, and the decision woatde irrevocable. He now awaited
further responses from the residents.

5. Highways matters.

Norman said he had been reluctant to press Victdpian regarding agreed road markings at
Four Lane Ends in view of the pressures on the Wigls Department following the
December floods. Stan said that a separate budggeaivailable for this and he would be
seeing her shortly and would remind her this wods wutstanding.

Serious concern was expressed by Anne and Margiattet lack of any proper cutting of

road verges. Stan had sympathy with this. Hetbaitdthe Highways Dept. had a plan of
road verges for each parish, with recommendedngutégimes. From next financial year it
was intended to offer parishes the choice of takasgponsibility for their own verges in
accordance with the relevant plan, for which fundsild be available. He said that letters
outlining this proposal would in due course be sergarishes.

6. Update on December 2015 floods — grants, road class etc

Norman alluded to the recent damage to the britl@aeett Bridge. Stan said this was in
hand and in response to Simon’s question saidstdedinitely intended to rescue the fallen
coping stones. Anne mentioned the possibilityhef Bouthwaite Bridge having sustained
damage, to which Stan answered that all bridgesdwaived very detailed inspections and
concluded therefore that the bridge was sound.mdarsaid that he had inspected the two
damaged footbridges in the parish in order to refh@ damage through the usual channels.
Stan reported that it was hoped to open Sprintg@rialy the end of October. He said that
Ford Bridge in Burneside was open to light traffidy and was expected to be replaced.
