Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 20th July 2023
Present: Cllrs Jason Jennings (Chair), Barbara Priest, Elwyn Morse, Kathrin Williams, Liz Burns, Jane Ashbridge, Peter Morgan, Mark Simpkins. 
Cllr Jennings welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were no apologies received.

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  There were no interests declared.

3) Questions from members of the public regarding items on the agenda. There were no questions received. 

4) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meetings on 15th and 22nd June had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and were duly signed by the Chairman.

5) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Storage on the Green. The dates for assessing, painting and collating the items would be agreed as soon as possible.

6) New items of business:

Play Park surfacing. One indicative quote for surfacing and also for potential new equipment had been obtained as a result of the site meeting - more would be sought, as would potential funding to assist with the costs.

Play Park – adjacent trees. A resident had raised concerns about one tree especially. Examination of the Land Registry maps indicated it was not in this Council’s ownership area, so the concern would be passed on to Ateb.  

Insurance clarifications. Queries had been raised about specifically what was currently covered, which were being clarified with the insurers.

External audit 2021-22. This had been received in the last month. Audit Wales had given the Council an unqualified audit, with no concerns or issues to be raised. The Council thanked the Clerk for all her work on this. 

Request for legal action by the Council. The Clerk had been contacted regarding providing a legal document to a local resident. After clarification it was ascertained that this was not a matter for the Council. It was, however, agreed that the Clerk should have delegated powers to progress such matters so long as the Council was kept informed in meetings or otherwise, as necessary.
Proposal from Narberth Town Council re traffic alleviation. The proposal had been previously circulated to all Councillors, and was discussed at length. It was agreed the Clerk should respond accordingly.

7) Items of correspondence
· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This had been previously noted.
· One Voice Wales training. This was noted.
· Wings over Carew event. This was noted.
· Ironman road closures. This was noted.

8) County Councillor’s report. Cllr Morse summarised the written report he had provided that day, updating the Council on the planning enforcement matter; the Boars Head junction safety concerns; and the Cold Blow road carriageway condition.

10) Planning. 
 No planning applications had been provided for consideration since the last meeting.

11) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 

Cllr Morgan reminded Cllrs that the play equipment needed its annual treatment – the materials were in the storeroom. 

Cllr Burns stated there were now two temporarily unused cupboards in the storeroom as a result of the kitchen work. It was felt these could be used for storage once the move of equipment to the container was done. She also stated a kitchen electric power strip could be available for the kitchen – she would seek the cost of installing and report back. 
It was suggested that the locations of the three defibrillators in the community be publicised on Facebook .The Clerk would do this. 
 
Concern was raise about fly-tipping along a byway in Cold Blow and on the Village Green. The Clerk would send letters to nearby residents in Knights Court, and also report the byway fly-tipping to PCC.

The Council were informed that a Trec event would be taking place in Pembrokeshire in the next few months.
