        6.1.1 Architects Report. Members discussed the proposed concept and all agreed to progress the matter to the next stage which should enable the PC to get a clearer understanding of the overall project costs and any funding requirements. The predicted costs to get to this stage were likely to be in the region of £15-20K. It was agreed that the PC did not wish to defer this until the next regular meeting (that being September 21) and that it would be in order to hold an extraordinary meeting during August to proceed.

        6.1.2 Electrical Survey update. The Clerk is coordinating revisit dates with the Contractor and CMHASD joint attendance for final survey of areas not included in original survey (observatory & changing rooms)

        6.1.3  Drainage Survey. Chair gave a precis of the report and whilst the final destination of waste is unclear, there are no issues on the viability of the structure/system so far.

6.2     Burial Ground   Damage to headstone. Cllrs Harbud & O’Sullivan had met with a stonemason to discuss what remedial works were possible. Awaiting quotes for the options. 

6.3     Licences for sports use of QE2 ground and pavilion. Members approved the content of the licence for FCSD which will now be offered to the club. Licence for Longlands FC (Vets) to be finalised, no significant changes from 20/21 so it was agreed this be delegated to Clerk & Chair to conclude.

6.4    DATPC Forum.  Chair gave a verbal report from meeting held 06/07/21. Kent Police in attendance and questions had been asked regarding the current status of community policing which is not considered adequate. They agreed that this will be improved. 

6.5    Community Award       This matter was taken ‘in camera’ due to the confidential nature of business
