Financial Report  

The Clerk reported a healthy balance of just over £1600 to begin the next financial year.  The main outgoings remain the PWLB loan repayments and the cost of grass cutting.  The budget has been set for the forthcoming financial year with no increase in the precept.

Chairs Report 
Cllr Alderson began his report by saying that the B1264 had not been resurfaced, but Village Road, Manor and Tofts Closes had.   Superfast broadband continues to be requested.  The PC now receive a monthly report on incidents in the area from the Police.  The PC’s finances  are healthy and in line with an accurate budget  prepared by Cllr Evans and the Clerk, we thank the both for this work.  Overgrown hedges along Village Road became a problem this appears to have been resolved.  The goal posts on the Green were no longer fit for purpose and have been replaced by a pair funded by the Village Society.  Fly tipping has become a problem on the Old School Road, Cllr Robinson continues to try to resolve the problem with some success.  Developments up to the North Yorkshire border are now inevitable.  The PC are receiving proposals for individual sites and larger developments in Low Worsall.  There have been certain issues with Hambleton DC Planners about whether the views of the PC are being listened to.  It is hoped to work towards all planning applications being judged on their merits, not to support every application nor simply object to everyone on principle.  It eventually comes down to whether or not the Cllrs  are prepared to act for the good of the community.
