OPEN PERIOD

Eight  members of the public had attended to discuss the Appeal on the Refusal of

Planning Application 16/01154/FULLS for Nutburn Hollow, Sandy Lane for the demolition 
of the existing dwelling and erection of 5 no houses with double garage/carports.  Most 
were residents of Sandy Lane and wanted to express their support for the refusal on the 
following grounds:  developers were planning to remove 14 trees even though the site was 
covered in TPOs, the local gap between North Baddesley and Valley Park would be 
diminished by 9.5% endangering the surrounding sides, the allocation of housing locally 
was not needed as it was covered by other larger development planned the other side of the 
village, the light, view and urban feel of the allotments would be diminished and the 
proposed 4/5 bed dwellings would be out of character with the more modest existing 
properties.  There were also Highways concerns that the junction of Sandy Lane and 
Nutburn Road was inadequate for the volume of traffic already travelling down Nutburn Road 
without adding another potential 20 vehicles from Sandy Lane.
An allotment holder had attended to ask for clarification of the allotment rule relating to the 

use of noisy equipment in the evenings and at weekends.  The Parish Council confirmed

that plotholders should be considerate and mindful of neighbouring properties when using

noisy equipment in the evenings and at all times during the weekend especially on a Sunday

when the weather was good and residents in neighbouring properties were likely to be in their 

gardens.    This also applied to the lighting of bonfires.  The Parish Council agreed that
a letter to this effect would be sent to all plotholders.

RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would send a letter to all plotholders, copying in Mary

Callow who oversees the allotments. 
The Chairman thanked the 8 members of the public for attending and they left the

meeting.
The Chairman welcomed Brian James to the meeting.  Brian is an ex-police officer living

in Firgrove Close and had volunteered to be the Parish Council’s Footpath Warden.  He had

walked some of the footpaths with Cllr Darnton and expressed concern that there were

several repairs that needed to be made.

over gaining permission from the landowners.

Rights of Way. 
Brian James also reported that there were parking difficulties on a Thursday morning at the 
Village Hall with Health Walkers using too many spaces leaving too few for the Nursery

Group.  It was agreed that the Health Walkers could use the car parks at the pavilion and

also the toilets.  The Clerk to supply Mr James with a key.

RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would obtain a key to the pavilion for Mr James.
The Chairman thanked Mr James for attending and he left the meeting.
