LIAISON WITH COUNTY COUNCILLOR AND BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Cllr Taylor said that Kelly’s Farm was to be dicussed at the Area 2 Planning Committee. Recommendation was for an Enforcement Notice to be issued to seek the cessation of the use of the site as open storage and to remove from the land all storage containers, vehicles and vehicle parts, caravans, building materials and rubble.

RESOLVED that Platt PC express its support for the enforcement notice.
Cllr Taylor circulated a document regarding Ightham Sandpit and T&MBC’s wish to build a road through an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty to facilitate housing for BG Garden City as part of the local plan. The Clerk to circulate to the Council and put as an agenda item for the May meeting.

Cllr Rayner said that the Chairman of Wrotham PC would give more details in the history of the site.

County Cllr Rayner said that he had been contacted by Cllr Mathieson regarding the ongoing situation regarding connecting to a drain owned by KCC in SHF. This matter had been going on for over 2 years and no conclusion had been reached.
