1/1/24 Report from Cllr Jespersen

a) Budget 2024-2025
Total budget £370m supporting 460 services.
8% increase in spending which leads to a 5% increase in overall budget.
In the current climate this is regarded as good news. Dorset finances are robust.

b) Flood responses
Noted that there were problems in Stubhampton but that Tarrant Hinton was OK.
One house had to pump out onto the A354.
4/5th January 2024 Highways attended 82 flood emergencies.

c) Potholes
As a result of flood water more potholes have appeared.

d) Parish Meetings
Cllr Jespersen held a meeting with the NHS and Parishes. Issues raised were
a) GP surgery availability
b) Lack of NHS dentists
c) Poor quality pharmacy services

e) Planning
Sherry informed the Parish that she has stood down from the Planning Committee in December but in reality effective from March 2024 due to the planning cycle.
New recycling centre in Blandford is ongoing.

The Parish thanks Cllr Jespersen for her work on planning over the years, particularly in respect of the Travellers Site for the Steam Fair.





f) Recycling Changes
New regulations effective from January 2024 mean household limited DIY waste will now be free of charge.
Need to check Dorset website as appointments will need to be made to record frequency per household.

a) Electricity Contract
Standing charges for electricity were due to rise from £65.00 to £105.00.

b) OVO and Solar Panel reimbursement
R Erridge is working with OVO to get solar panel recharge processed. There has been a problem requiring the named person responsible on the account to be changed.

b) Additional repairs and maintenance are now being quoted.
c) The committee need to find a new accountant and are reviewing CBA Services in Blandford.
