Minutes of the Tarrant Hinton Parish Council meeting held in the Village Hall at 7.00pm on Monday 12th September 2016

Minutes: 
Minutes of the meeting of 6th June 2016 were approved and signed.

Matters Arising:
All covered in the agenda

1/2/16 Finance:
a) At 12/9/2016 the balance at the bank was £662.03. Since the last meeting Insurance premium of £176.30 was paid to Zurich Insurance and £47.19 for DAPTC subscription. 
b) The Audit papers have been returned with no matters requiring an additional issues report. Once again there was a discussion about additional risk assessments, but this was resolved without additional charges.
c) This minute confirms that the the annual return has been approved by the Auditors and accepted by the Parish Council.

2/2/16 Planning:
The following planning application had received since the last meeting:	
	a) Ashtree House – single storey extension – 2/2016/1242
	 
3/2/16 Steam Fair:
The meeting agreed that all aspects of the GDSF continued to improve:
a) Noise: There had been no complaints about noise, despite the extra hours included this year.
b) Traffic: 
1) Traffic management was good with no significant delays.
2) The speed and volume of the traffic using the Valley road, particularly on Friday was raised. The possibility of implementing a Community Speed Watch at North Farm or Tarrant Hinton Agricultural would be discussed with the Police.3) It was noted that the initial positioning of the 30 mph limit on the Salisbury side of the A354 was incorrect, but had been relocated after an email from the Chairman.
4) The good weather and improved traffic management reduced the need for a third lane at Gate 4 this year, but the Chairman would raise the issue at the Wash Up meeting.
5) Cones for the Valley road were available but not required this year, but provision should be made next year for the laybys on the A354 adjacent to Gables and the cottages opposite.
c) Travellers Site:
Although the site was barely used, the meeting was unanimous in agreeing that it was an essential to retain the site for future years. It was noted that rather than use the site, several travellers used the GDSF sites. 15 Vans were ejected by the Police and GDSF.
d) Communications: 
No problems this year.
e) Security:
The provision of the temporary Police Station and the level of security provided by the Police (in particular to the local farms) were excellent.
f) Steam Fair Tickets:
Donations for the 130 free tickets raised £400 which was sent to Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance. It was noted that since to free tickets were provided, nearly £3,000 had been raised for local charities or matters linked to the village.
g) Wash Up meeting:
The Chairman would attend the meeting at Nordon - 10.30, Thursday 6th October.


4/2/16Village Hall: 
Report from Elaine Quay:  The Village Hall is ticking over OK and we still have our regular weekly bookings.  The Solar panels continue to provide an income of nearly £500 p.a. The new side door was installed this year and we plan to have the outside of the hall painted either late autumn or early spring depending on the availability of Paul Miller.


5/2/16 Speed Limits:
The Parish Council continues to try to obtain a lower speed limit through the junction with the Valley Road. Support has been received from Tarrant Gunville in the form of a well-supported petition, but Tarrant Monkton had expressed no interest. 
 The Parish Council is paying for official speed checks carried out by Dorset Highways as this information will be accepted as valid evidence of speeds on the A354. Unless it is done by Highways, all other information is treated as anecdotal and not accepted.

6/2/16 Homewatch: 
The Chairman, Homewatch Coordinator, warned that all the normal scams were still operating: Distraction Thefts, Oil thefts, Telephone scams, Out building and Gardening equipment thefts.
Keep your eyes open and challenge (with caution if necessary) anything that looks odd or out of place and report it to the police if you are concerned.

7/2/16 Waste Disposal:
Concern was expressed that there had been no response to the DWP consultation last year.
It was feared that the recent introduction of charges at Blandford would result in more fly-tipping.
Cllr Skipwith said the relocation of the waste facilities to a new site at Sunrise Industrial Estate was still under consideration.

8/2/16 County and District Council Reorganisation:
The Clerk raised concerns about the degree of consultation and resulting representation involved in the proposed reorganisation. The most recent communication had been for Parish Councillors, setting out briefly four possible options, but with no information about representation.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cllr Skipwith confirmed that there was more information and for the general public on the Dorsetforyou website and that the Road Show in Blandford (14 October, 9am – 1.00pm in the Market Place) would provide explanations and hopefully answer questions.

9/1/16 AOB:
1) Mr Foley raised concerns about the lack of promotion of the No 20 bus on the Blandford – Salisbury route. He had written to DCC with suggestions and had no reply. It was noted that the service is now 6 months through its trial period and unless it receives better promotion, it may well be at risk. At the suggestion of Cllr Skipwith, the Chairman agreed to raise the matter with Cllr Croney.
2) The Clerk reminded the meeting that the Mobile Library Bus service would finish at the end of the year. 
3) Fighting the recent fire at Brixeys Business Park had been hindered by a lack of pressure at the hydrant on the A354. The Chairman would write to Wessex Water and the Fire Brigade.
