Neighbourhood Plan

The next steps in the Neighbourhood Planning Process were discussed. ClIr Parkes read out
a questionnaire which Uplyme Parish Council had sent to its residents prior to starting the
plan. It was agreed that Shoreham Parish Council should do something similar to kick off the
process even though the Neighbourhood Plan should not be a Parish Council initiative per se.
The questionnaire should be based on the results of the 2017 Annual Parish Meeting and
should be hand delivered to each household by parish councillors. Getting engagement in
the process will be tricky so house to house visits would be the best way to get the message
across. Prior to compiling the questionnaire, it would be useful to obtain demographics of the
current population so that the sort of housing requirements which may be needed in the future
can be estimated. It was agreed that the Clerk should contact Sevenoaks District Council to
see if any of the information obtained in their Housing Needs Survey could be shared with us.
As any Neighbourhood Plan will need to be in line with the Sevenoaks District Council’s 2019
Local Plan, then this should not hopefully be a problem.

Conservation Area Consultation
It was agreed that Clirs Spence and Hibbins should accompany Alan Baxter Ltd during their

Conservation Area Appraisal and that the Clerk should provide them and Clirs Parkes and
Histed with maps showing the Conservation Areas in Shoreham.

Public Question Time

A question by a member of the public was raised in relation to the planning permission recently
granted at 10 Crown Road. Access to the site is a concern and if this is how materials are going to
be brought in then the Parish Council would like to know how this is intended to be done.

A member of the public asked when the grass surrounding the Cross would be cut. The clerk replied
that it is scheduled to be cut in April and that she would get on to the contractors to remind them to
do it as soon as possible.

Regarding fly tipping, prosecutions can only be made if someone is caught in the act. Cameras at
strategic locations are one option but legal constraints need to be checked out. The Clerk was also
asked to investigate whether any grants are available for crime prevention.
