The unique code entitles your child/
ren to attend 4 sessions of free 
holiday activity in Shropshire during 
the winter/Christmas holidays.

This code is individual to 
your child/s school and is not 
transferable to other children. 

How do I know if my child/ren is able to access HAF 
activity for free? 

Core Eligibility - There are free places available on the 
programme for children and young people aged 4 (who are in 
reception class or equivalent) to 16, who are eligible for benefits-
related free school meals. 

All eligible children and young people will get information about 
the programme direct from their school.

A number of providers are running 
activity, with places available for 
children and young people with 
SEND.
