PC Wynn introduced himself to members and explained that the lack of resources and his shift pattern had prevented him for attending meetings on a more regular basis. Fleckney was one of the big five villages in the policing area but did not suffer from a high level of crime. There were some problems with anti social behaviour with 15 to 20 year olds gathering in the area of the Scout Hut Car Park which was being tackled and would continue to be so with some targeted visits by officers at weekends. There had also been some incidents of vehicle crime and burglary.
Pc Wynn referred to a recent incident at Saddington which had seen the Police helicopter called out but was unable to elaborate further.
PC Wynn reminded members of the new fines system that had been introduced for speeding offences.

Parking on road side verges, particularly at junctions, and the lack of enforcement was raised as an issue by Cllr. Bilbie. 

Cllr. L McKemey enquired if anyone had been charged with the arson to the Village Hall Annexe. It appeared they had not as was the case with a recent broken window.

County Councillor Blake Pain introduced himself to members as the new County Councillor for the Bruntingthorpe Ward which included Fleckney having succeeded Graham Hart. He referred to the good work that Graham Hart had done and the legacy that he had left. Cllr. Pain explained that he was also a district councillor and had been since 2013 Leader of Harborough DC. This provided an important link between the County Council and the District Council. The Fleckney Parish Council meeting had been his first invitation to attend a parish meeting, which he was delighted to accept, although it may not be possible to attend all future meetings because of his various other commitments.
There were a number of challenges facing the County Council arising from Government policies and financial constraints but he would make every effort to ensure that where decisions impacted locally that these would be brought to the attention of the local communities involved.
Cllr. Pain thanked the residents of Fleckney for their support in the election.

Cllr. L McKemey asked about the change in funding for schools and how this would impact adversely on some schools. Cllr. Pain explained the position which mainly affected primary schools which had not become academies. Cllr. Pain  also referred to the County Council’s campaign for “Fairer Funding” for its general Government funding.
 District Cllr. Steve Bilbie referred to all the development issues that were happening in the district and particularly the two major planning applications for the Village that were due to be decided at the Planning Meeting on 16th May. County Cllr. Pain explained the vagaries of the planning system for members benefit. Cllr. Bilbie also referred to the green waste scheme, which was now in its second year, where numbers participating had risen by 4,000 to 18,000.
The Clerk circulated crime statistics for Fleckney for the period 1st January 2016 to 31st March 2016 together with comparative figures for the previous year.
