69. Matters raised by Members
· Members noted the edge of the grass on Lincoln Green had been 
churned up but could probably be flattened down.
· Members questioned the purpose and legality of the “no parking” sign on the wall opposite Lincoln green.
· A resident had expressed concern for the health ofa cherry tree on Lincoln Green, however Members noted that the tree had received a good bill of health in the recent tree survey.
· It was noted that the pavement outside 69 great North road was still in a broken state and it was agreed that photos be taken and sent to the city Council.
· Members commented on inconsiderate parking on Polwarth Drive.
· Bollards were to be installed at the end of the path adjacent to the Church to access the Community Centre to prevent further vehicles using the path to drop off items to the community Centre.
· Work at the Care Home was almost complete.
· The cause of the rat infestation on Brunton Park had been identified and Pest Control were to deal with it.
· A Zoom meeting was to be held regarding the restoring of the hedgerow on Melbury.
· The works on Brunton Lane were to be completed soon. There was concern that the residents had been somewhat trapped and should have been able to use the bus only route while work was ongoing.

· Members expressed the view that the majority of the great Park was poorly maintained.
· Feedback was required from the Scout group regarding the building lease.
· It was noted that the Defibrillator was being used quite a bit and therefore a valuable resource to the local community.
