Pet Fraud

Do yourresearch: if purchasing from a website or person you don’t know and trust, carry out some
researchfirst. Look up their reviews. Ifyou’re purchasing an item from an online marketplace, you can view
the seller’s feedback history before going ahead with the purchase.

Preventing fraud
Trust your instincts: if you’'re unable to view the animal in person, askfor a video
call. If you’re buying a young animal, make sure you're able to see the mother
and rest of the litter. If they are a responsible seller they will understand If you
have any suspicions, do not pay any money until you’re certainit’s genuine.
