


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648][bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the Annual Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 5th July 2022 at 7.30pm
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present:

1. To consider any apologies for absence
BL & SM gave apologies due to the late notice of the meeting.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM clerk’s wage, expenses and plaque payment.
LH and MH payment for 50p’s.

3. To check the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 7th June 2022
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
DWP reported that a resident had asked if the council could help with youths gathering at the bench on Ferry Lane, if possible moving the bench elsewhere, as they were leaving rubbish everywhere and being abusive if challenged. The matter has been reported to the police but to no avail. The same resident also noted an increase in the number of dog pooh bags being dropped in this area. DWP offered to report the matter at the next Safer Neighbourhood meeting but it was felt the problem would ease as the nights drew in and given the issues finding a spot for the new jubilee bench it wouldn’t be appropriate to try and move this one elsewhere. It was suggested it be reviewed at the next meeting. There was no indication of when the dog problem was arising and without times it was felt it would be difficult to involve the dog warden.

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Notts CC Broadband Voucher Scheme
MM reported there had been no updates.
b. Jubilee tree plaque
The clerk circulated the new plaque and asked where and how it was to be fixed in place. It was agreed that it should have a wooden mount and then be fixed on the centre front of the fence erected to protect the tree so that it was easily readable from the highway. MM offered to look for a mount and to drill holes in the plaque.

6. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
No councillors were present but DCllr SM had rung to say there was nothing to report.

7. To consider CIL money spending ideas
The chair asked for suggestions to which MM said the defib cabinet needed new Perspex and a coat of paint and that it would perhaps be an opportunity to get new paint and pay someone to paint the Telephone Box. LH suggested bulbs and felt that in front of the jubilee tree would be ideal. The clerk read out a list of ideas from the clerk’s forum and one council had bought planters which the council planted up and then asked residents to adopt one for watering purposes. The chair asked that this be put on the next agenda. 

8. To respond to the following correspondence
a. Email re youths on the Wharf
The clerk had circulated an email regarding youths congregating on the Wharf and jumping into the river. It was noted that this was private land so the Council could not do anything without the land owner’s consent but that there was little the Council could do. Given the currents and the fact that there is a sunken barge in this area, it was felt that a letter should be sent to Tuxford Academy to ask that they warn pupils of the danger. 

9. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
This was checked and signed by the chair.
b. To note the quarter end accounts
These were noted.
c. To note receipt of the VAT reclaimed for last year’s spending
The clerk reported that the claim had been submitted but as yet no payment had arrived.
d. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerks wages and HMRC – usual amounts 
ii. Clerks expenses – £19.20
The clerk reported printing from year end to date of 160 sheets.
iii. Tree Plaque - £42.24

RESOLVED: To make these payments.
(proposed LH, seconded ME, carried unanimously, MM did not vote) 

iv. Npower – kiosk elec £21.12

RESOLVED: To make this payment.

v. LH reimbursement for 50p’s – £26
LH noted that there were a couple more mugs/coins to deliver but that she would have distributed 52 in total.
