DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 14th November 2011, at 7.30 pm
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs C A Eade, L Davies; V McChesney & D Millington.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, J Guttridge, M Jones & M Millington also SV Cllr C Wild and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: Cllr Jones declared a personal & prejudicial interest in the Avenue Farm planning matter. The Clerk explained that as the matter was not for discussion there would be no need to leave the meeting.
4. REPORTS: Cllr C Wild advised all residents to be extra vigilant due to an increase in the number of burglaries in the area.  Also, that cardboard could no longer be collected for recycling with garden waste from 28th November due to the amount of contaminates it contained. 
5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 12th September 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Excessive local banners/signs – 6d.  The Clerk reported that Atcham PC had instructed him to contact local offending organisations and outlined the responses.  The Chairman asked the Clerk to convey to Atcham PC that this PC would fully back any further representations to appropriate authorities were those organisations to continue the practice.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) SC advised that the application for the erection of an agricultural steel portal storage building at Fair View Farm, Wrekin Course by Mr Barnett had been granted.
b) SC advised that the application for change of use & installation of mezzanine floor at Unit 31 Atcham Business Park had been granted.
c) The Clerk had circulated the application by Avenue Farm, Uppington for the installation of a photovoltaic solar system on an existing agricultural building. No comments received.
8. FINANCE:

a) Lloyds/TSB statements showing balances of £2,051.11 (current) & £1,120.02 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Sep/Oct WFHA £6 + expenses £11.61 = £17.61. Cheque approved nem con.

c) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) SLB Grounds Maintenance: play area maintenance - £540.00. Cheque approved nem con.
e) The Clerk had circulated the half yearly Budget Review that showed the accounts were on target.
f) The Clerk outlined that SC would be charging for the cost of stationery & IT support from April 2012 and advised that the Precept would be increased to account for the additional costs.
9. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) The Clerk had circulated details for a revision of his paid hours from 12.5 to 15 per month from 1st January 2012.  This would incur an additional £21.36 per month before tax. After discussion agreement was proposed by Cllr Nelson, Seconded by Cllr Jones and all in favour.
b) The Clerk outlined the Community Fuel Buying Scheme that would enable those participating to reduce the cost of their domestic heating oil.  October orders produced a saving of 6p per litre which on a minimum order of 500 litres would more than save the annual membership fee.
c) Councillor vacancy. The Clerk reported the resignation of Cllr Paul Davies due to work commitments. To date there had been no interest shown in the position.

a) SC: Minutes of the Highways Agency/SC Liaison Group. No further action.
11.  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) SC: delivering local priorities thru partnership working - questionnaire. Passed to Cllr Nelson.
b) Cllr D Millington had reported the recent noise from the Brookside sewage system to Severnside Housing but it was agreed Cllr Nelson would make further contact to ensure they were aware of a potential problem.
12. NEXT MEETING & CLOSE:
a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 9th January 2012 in The Wroxeter Hotel at 7.30 pm.
