3. Election of a Vice Chairman. Cllr. B. Stearman proposed Cllr. M. Greenaway should stay on as Vice Chairman for another year, this was seconded by Cllr. N. Wonnacott, Cllr M. Greenaway agreed, Carried nem.com.

4. Previous Minutes.  The Minutes from the last Annual General Meeting (previously circulated to all) which was held on the 11th April 2018 were agreed and signed by the Chairman Cllr N. Wonnacott. Proposer Cllr J. Pearce seconder Cllr B Stearman. Carried nem.com.

5. Declaration of Acceptance forms All Councilors present signed a Declaration of Acceptance form in the presence of the Clerk as per the Parish Council Standing Orders. Each Councillor will be emailed a copy of the Code of Conduct and a revised copy of the Standing Orders.

6. Approval of the Annual Governance Statement. The Full Council discussed and approved the Annual Governance Statement for year 2019/20.

8. Approval of 2018/2019 Parish Council Accounts, Grants & Finance

(a) The Full Council approved Annual Accounts for the year ended 31st March 2019 as shown at Annex A. 

(b) The Clerk informed the Council that Mary Barriball had agreed to complete this year’s Internal Audit. The Clerk also pointed out that as the Parish Council’s income had exceeded £25000 this year that an external Audit would be necessary at a cost of £200. plus V.A.T.

(d) It was proposed by Cllr T. Rooke and seconded by Cllr J. Pearce that rather than giving Holy Cross 
Church a grant, from now on the Parish Council would contribute directly to the Churchyard maintenance costs by paying Colin Davies for 5 x grass cuts this year at a cost of £525.00 Carried nem.com.

       (e) The Clerk asked the Parish Council for a salary increase of 20% due to her increased workload,
            a 20% increase in real terms equates to an overall increase of £120.00 p.a. this was proposed by 
           Cllr N. Wonnacott, seconded by Cllr M. Greenaway, Carried nem.com.

      

       (f) Other payments agreed were membership renewal of DALC £57.15. Parish Council Insurance with 
            B.H.I.B. renewal £179.27 The Parish Council gave the Clerk Mrs J. Smith authority to make all 
            agreed payments for 2019-2020.
