Since then the beautiful half-timbered building and the surrounding site have had many different uses - monastic hospital, private dwelling, college and printing works. (Both of these venues are included).
After a short break for lunch in one of the many nearby hostelries (not included) or a picnic in one of the various city parks we meet at Greyfriars, a National Trust Grade I listed late-medieval, timber-framed merchant's property set at the heart of Worcester's historic centre for a guided tour (free for N T members, nonmembers pay Ell.OO on door). Access is by stairs only, there is no lift available. You will have the opportunity to have afternoon tea in the house's Old Oak Cafe (not included).

A nostalgic look back to the past, Avoncroft Museum is an award winning museum spanning700 years of Midlands Heritage with all exhibits rescued from demolition [image: ]or dereliction and rebuilt at Avoncroft.
