2. Election of Chairman.	Councillor Raine was re-elected. The Declaration of Acceptance of Office was duly signed and witnessed by the Clerk.

3. The Minutes from the meeting held on 1st February 2018 were approved. Proposed - Councillor White, seconded - Councillor Dent.

4. Matters Arising.	Item 3a – Ongoing. There is to be a meeting at UTASS on 12th June 2018 to discuss policing policy in the upper dale and ANPR provision is on the agenda. Councillors Raine and Colling are attending and will report back to Council at the next meeting.

6. GDPR Compliance.		The clerk provided sample copies of the proposed addition to the website stating council privacy policy under the new regulations. These were approved unanimously and will be added to the website under the title GDPR. All Councillors and the clerk completed forms for GDPR consent to hold information and Councillor Page will be contacted post the meeting for his form. The clerk advised that it would be a requirement going forward for the council to be enrolled as ICO members which would be an annual cost starting at £40.00 for 2018/2019.

7. Financial Review.	Bank account reconciled at £461.48 which included this years precept grant of £214.00. The clerk presented invoices for annual CDALC/NALC membership (£12.81) and clerk mileage claim for GDPR course at DCC (£24.30). The unbudgeted membership of the ICO (£40.00)(see para 6) is affordable, but reduces this year’s reserve. It was agreed that the agreement to provide up to £250.00 to the ANPR funding would stand. Future budgeted expenses for the year include GDPR course at DCC (£24.00), hall rental (£40.00) and clerk SLCC membership (£40.00).
