Minutes/Notes/Actions of Parish Council Sub Committee Meeting 
Held at The Old Vicarage - 23/5/2016
Meeting Commenced at 1630hrs.
1. Present: Mike Roocroft  (MR), Paul Jones (Chair) (PJ)Tom Wycherley(TW),
2. Apologies: James Handley (away). Absence approved. Previous Minutes – Approved
3. PJ undertook to prepare Minutes of the meeting and outlined the meeting agenda to ensure that everyone understood the focus.
4. The agenda would focus on ensuring that we remained aligned with our vision and values statement and to test whether taking effective actions to progress towards achieving our aims.
5. Action points were reviewed and discussed to ensure any outstanding were allocated a closure date.
6. PJ reminded everyone present of what our vision and values statement contained and reviewed the options made available to us from the meeting with Shropshire Council in January 2016. Specifically, this centred on providing any potential development numbers. It was agreed that we were not progressing to that point yet and it was agreed to review this again following community consultation and further planning. 
7. PJ led a discussion concerning the membership of the Sub Committee given the vacancy that will arise due to one of the Councillors leaving the village. It was agreed that we would approach the Parish Council to request the co-option of a new member (not from the Parish Council) with the right balance of skills to progress future planning.
8. A  discussion took place concerning the extent to which we remain on track towards achieving our aims and objectives concerning the update to the Parish Plan, engagement with the community and reviewing the sense of community. Everyone agreed that given the level of infancy that the planning was actually in, we were making sensible progress.
9. PJ tabled his desire to ensure that the James Handley high level concept remained on the table for people to consider. This involved future improvements to highways, social spaces and limited infill development of mixed density, centred on a community hub. 
10. The Sub Committee reviewed the new maps that had been provided by Sue Thomas and agreed that there was sufficient level of detail for some high level scoping of potential development sites. This would be done individually and collectively.
11. It was agreed that before any discussions with landowners were planned, the community were to be fully engaged for their views in a number of areas including development options.
12. Village communications were discussed and it was agreed that we should look to hold a public meeting in September / November 2016 with the purpose of discussing development boundary options as well as a general session that would provide an opportunity for people to share community concerns. It was agreed that we would need Parish Council ratification before anything was organised.
13. The next meeting agenda was agreed.
14. The date of the next meeting was agreed as the 28th July 2016. This is a week later than originally planned.
