I was asked to perform a tree inspection at the above address. The type of survey carried out was a VTA [visual 
tree assessment] methology devised by Weber and Mattheck [2003]. All of the assessments have been done 
from ground level and no climbing was involved. No invasive decay detection equipment was used.  
  

Legal implications  

  
A duty of care is owed to any person who may be reasonably contemplated by tree owners, those responsible 
for managing trees and the inspector to be affected by their actions.  
  
This duty means the above person needs to meet a duty of care, if not then negligence may be proved, and may 
result in a claim for damages.  
  
A tree owner will be liable in negligence where:  
A tree falls or sheds a branch causing injury or harm to a reasonably contemplated person, where the injury or 
harm was foreseeable. The person who was injured is someone to whom the tree owner owed a duty of care, 
and the injury was caused by breach of this duty. This covers anyone on the property including trespassers.
