006/14 Police & Community Safety
(a) Crime figures & Report – PCSO Paul Hurst attended and advised that 7 crimes were reported in Earls Barton in December. This is a 25% reduction in recorded crime year to date. Following the news that EB Police Office has been closed and all staff relocated to Wellingborough, it was agreed that the Clerk write to the Chief Constable and the Police and Crime Commission to express disappointment over the lack of consultation and to suggest integrating services with EB Fire Station to keep a police presence in EB.

007/14 Neighbourhood Plan - update
James Wilson reported that the draft Neighbourhood Plan is now ready to be circulated to members.  It is anticipated that this will be ready to go out to consultation by the end of January, with a letter drop to every home in Earls Barton.  The current planning applications for Station Road East (Redrow), South of Thorpe Road (Bowbridge) and North of Earls Barton (DWH) will not now be heard at the BCW Planning Committee Meeting on 22 January, but will be the subject of an extraordinary meeting by the Planning Committee.  Date to be confirmed.

Following a complaint from a local resident, it was agreed that the Clerk write to BCW to ask whether consideration could be given to making changes to the brown bin collection in 2014/15 so that there is not such a long period of non-collection.

It was noted that EB Sports Association have agreed to surrender their lease when the time comes to transfer the land to EBPC.  In order to check the figures provided by DWH for the changing rooms/facilities, a Quantity Surveyor may need to be engaged.  It was agreed that delegated powers by given to the Chair and Clerk to order these works if deemed necessary before next full Parish Council meeting.
