PLANNING/WORKING COMMITTEE MINUTES
MINUTES of the Wrockwardine Wood & Trench Parish Council Planning/Working Committee Meeting held on Wednesday 1st October 2014 at the Parish Council Centre, Church Road, Wrockwardine Wood at 7pm.
PRESENT:
Cllr’s. C.F. Smith – Chair. K. Watkins – Vice Chair, D. Plant and Shirley Reynolds.
IN ATTENDANCE:   Four members of the public.

P/838 Apologies 
RESOLVED – to accept apologies from Cllr. K. Hanmer (illness) and Cllr. H. Smith (family commitments) 
P/839 Disclosable Pecuniary Interests
There were no Disclosable Pecuniary Interests declared.

P/840 The Minutes of the Planning/Working Committee Meeting held on 10th September 2014 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
P/841 To consider Planning Application 2014/0794- Erection of 22 no. one and two bedroomed dwellings with associated access, highways adoption and landscaping following the demolition of 20 no. existing two bedroomed dwellings.  Site of 3 – 6 Charles Street/3 – 18 Talbot Road, Wrockwardine Wood.
Cllr. Smith said that the Trust want to start building next March.  Cllr. Smith met with the Chief Executive and told him that it would have been better if they had taken the garages into consideration as part of the application site.  Cllr. Smith said that we need to inform the Chief Executive of Telford & Wrekin Council that the strip of land is preventing development taking place and it would have been better if it had been included.  If the garages were developed it would help with the parking problem.

Cllr. Smith pointed out that we need to consider construction traffic and a one way system should be implemented to avoid accidents at the top of Talbot Road.  Time restrictions are also required.  Cllr. Reynolds suggested writing to Kingdom Hall to ask them to be more considerate with their parking and to request that they open their car park up for use during the week.  Cllr. Smith said that the area needs to be tidied up.
Cllr. Plant said that he has concerns about the parking and access to the site.

Cllr. Watkins expressed concerns regarding parking and access to the middle properties, particularly when tenants have to put their bins out from the rear of their property.  

Cllr. Reynolds said that a one way system is needed during construction.

It was AGREED to invite residents in attendance to comment on the application.

A resident said he is concerned about the access to the rear of properties and said that it is proposed to build six properties where there are currently four flats and they may be trying to squeeze too many buildings onto the site.  It was AGREED to request four properties are considered instead of the terrace of six buildings.

A resident said that his mother is in a wheelchair and he needs access through the right of way by the garages as this is their best route and he is concerned that this path should be maintained. It was pointed out that this path has been used for over sixty years.  It was AGREED to request that this right of way is maintained and point out that Canal Side is not accessible by wheelchair via Furnace Lane.  It was pointed out that there is a recycling clothes bin on the right of way and a bollard is required on this route to prevent access to motor bikes.

A resident said that not everyone in Talbot Road has received letters to notify them of this development and they will be affected by the work.  The resident said it would have been better if all residents in Talbot Road had been consulted.  The resident said that there have been no green notices put up near to the site.  The Chair said that although applicants are asked to put a notice up, it is not a legal requirement, so it is not enforceable.

A resident said that there is no parking provision for any visitors to the new houses.
It was AGREED to request that a condition of planning permission includes the restriction of work times and deliveries to site and neither should commence before 8am.

A resident said that he is concerned that there is a walkway to the rear of some of the properties right against his fence and said that a fence 1.8m high would be needed to maintain his privacy.

A resident said that she would prefer it if the landscaping was not too dense and there were not too many trees.  The Chair said that a detailed landscaping scheme needs to be seen by the council and residents as soon as it becomes available.
It was AGREED to point out that construction workers should park away from Talbot Road/Charles Street to prevent problems with resident use and it was suggested that they use the area by the garages on Canal Side.

The Chair said that the Parish Council are not against the proposal to build new properties, but the aforementioned points need to be taken into consideration.  The Chair said that these issues have to be addressed at the same time as the application is considered.  It was AGREED to point out that this work will be very disruptive to residents and we have some greatly respected, elderly and seriously ill residents in Talbot Road and Charles Street.
RESOLVED – to write to the Planning Authority to ask them to take the aforementioned comments into consideration when determining this planning application.
