an exciting discovery was made recently on a metal detecting rally held
in the parish of up Nately by the Midweek Searchers Group. While on
this rally detectorist Darcy Fear uncovered a patch of soil to discover
sherds of pottery and multiple silver coins, he quickly realised he had
exposed the top of a vessel containing a hoard.

understanding the archaeological importance of what he’d found,
Mr Fear carried out best practice and stopped digging, and the rally
organiser set up a perimeter around the spot to protect the find. the
portable antiquities Scheme and the County archaeologist were
contacted, and advice was given that the hoard should be block lifted
to retain any important archaeological information. this meant that the
vessel was lifted with the contents left inside, along with the soil
surrounding the vessel. 

Mr Fear then escorted the find up
to the British Museum, where the
conservation team have been
working to excavate, record and
conserve the find. It has been
found that 344 post medieval
silver coins were contained within
the vessel, which is a bellarmine
jug. the coins date from 1547-
1649 and are of four different
rulers, edward VI, elizabeth I,
James I and Charles I. 

the hoard is currently passing
through the treasure act 1996, a
legal process in which the hoard will be recorded properly and the
coroner will hold an inquest to declare it treasure. after this it will be
offered to the local acquiring museum and to the British Museum for
acquisition. If a museum is interested the find will then be valued by
the treasure Valuation Committee, a group of individuals separate to
the museums with knowledge and experience of treasure finds. the
valuation and coroner’s verdict have yet to be reached, and important
research continues on this interesting find.

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In celebration of our churchwardens

Last Saturday morning Lewis and I went to St Francis Church in Valley Park near Chandlers Ford, a church built in 1990/91 
and situated adjacent to St Francis C of E Aided Primary School.  The church is a “Single Congregation Local Ecumenical 
Partnership” involving the Church of England, the Methodist Church and the United Reformed Church.

We attended the Archdeacons’ Visitation, one of four services held around the Diocese in June to celebrate our churchwardens 
and all that they contribute to the life and mission of our churches.  During the service there’s a legal moment when the 
wardens are admitted to office for the coming year.  Lewis has been a churchwarden at All Saints Odiham for a long time and 
I’ve always enjoyed going along to support him as the Diocesan registrar and one of the archdeacons asks the wardens to 
declare their promises and then admits them formally to office.  The registrar says:

“My brothers and sisters in Christ:  first it is our duty and joy to give praise to Almighty God, to thank him for calling us to 
serve him and for his blessings upon our parishes and Diocese.  Let us seek his grace and guidance in the discharge of the 
responsibilities entrusted to us, that we may be good stewards in the administration of our church, its people, buildings and 
fabric, wise in counsel, effective in co-operating with clergy and laity, and zealous in forwarding the witness and service of 
the church.  In the name of Jesus Christ, and in the power of the Spirit, may we glorify the Father in word and deed, and ever 
promote the well-being of his people.”

After the wardens have made their promise and declaration, the archdeacon says:

“I admit you to the Office of Churchwarden and confirm you in your role to serve your Parish, in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  Amen.

Our churchwardens take on an interesting and varied role, a role touched by great practicality yet also a call to discipleship, 
and to leadership with clergy in the life of our parishes.  At times it can be a complex role that touches, among other things, 
the mission of the church, the governance of the local parish as a charity, the oversight of buildings and other resources, 
employment matters, health and safety, the retention and proper handling of data, the development of worship, and pastoral 
change.  Quite a ministry!

On Saturday morning, once our Diocesan registrar, Sue de Candole had overseen the formal part of admitting the wardens to 
office, she went on to say that she herself is a churchwarden and so knows firsthand what a wonderful ministry this is.  She’s 
often asked how she manages to run a full time registry office for both Winchester and Salisbury Dioceses, as well as fulfil her 
role as warden for her church.  Sue was quick to point out that each church has two wardens (and Odiham three) so this is a 
shared ministry, which is a joy in itself, and she stressed also the importance of asking others in the church community with the 
right gifts and skills to help.  Wardens don’t have to do everything themselves and when asked most people are very happy to 
help with specific tasks.  Our work together caring for the material dimensions of the life and mission of our churches is a deep 
and wonderful calling.  We can make of our service in all of its tasks an offering to God, an outworking of discipleship.

This year in the Benefice we’ve seen some new wardens elected, who will now work alongside many who’ve been in office for 
some time, some for a very long time indeed!  To you all, thank you for your willingness to stand and for your service, and may 
you be blessed in your ministry. 

Here and there in our Benefice there are vacancies so some are working without the support of a fellow warden and without 
the joy that a shared ministry brings.    If this is the case in your church, please pray that someone will feel called to the role.  At 
the same time, you may even venture to ask God if it’s you.
