· It was agreed that the formation of a volunteer group to undertake various tasks in the area be raised again next Spring.

	Member Portfolios
The following updates were reported and discussed -
· Grounds Maintenance – work was currently within budget. Bulbs were to be purchased for the planters. Residents were to be approached by councillor Spencer with a view to them maintaining the planters other than outside the shops on Brunton Park. 
A damaged tree had be reported on Melton Park and it was agreed to had it inspected and any necessary work be authorised.
The tree on Great North Road, at the entrance to Melton Park was a hazard to motorists and needed pruning. Councillors Jordan and Loftus undertook to contact the City Council by phone and Envirocall to get the work done.

· Highways - Potholes were still a problem but were being reported to the City Council in the appropriate channels.

· Great Park - the recent Lib Dem newsletter had been inaccurate regarding adoption.

· Brunton Park - Approval was given to the replacing of the village green sign at a cost of £15 

· Melton Park – Other than the damaged tree, reported earlier, there was nothing to report.

· Special Projects / HMOs – Members considered the production of a Newsletter, drafts of which had been prepared by councillor Linfoot. It was agreed to move forward with the Newsletter with further discussion at the next meeting.
