2. Agree notes of previous meeting:

3. Introduction:

4. Discussion Points:
a. Presentation from English Heritage (appendix c)

h. To think about a policy for the retail use of the town centre, what we think is needed regarding different categories types and what % of these we would like for the Emerging Local Plan.

5. Questions Raised:
a. Have we been able to obtain a copy of the Car Park review from Breckland? 
Yes, this will be circulated as soon as possible.
b. Norfolk County Council are doing appraisals on roads, will Swaffham be included in this? We need to know where we are on the list and when this will take place.
c. We already have plans and proposals, would NCC use these in their appraisals?
d. If we provide a list of issues, problems and solutions could we then pass them on to NCC before they start?

6. Additional Information:
