There were no apologies for absence received.

	Issues raised by members of the public
The following issues were raised:-
· Concern was expressed regarding the amount of dog mess in the village. The Allotment Association indicated that they were looking to gate the ally-way at the rear of the allotments because of this problem. Members noted that the City Council Dog Warden had been out to talk to those believed to be the main cause of the problem.

· Representatives of the Allotment Association sought the support of the Parish Council for a proposal to turn the former Bowling Green into a community garden and additional allotments. The Chair indicated that the Parish Council had been made aware of City Council proposals for a major Cricket Hub including community facilities. A discussion ensued during which it was suggested that the Parish Council were not being open and honest in keeping this information to itself rather that publicising it for the benefit of the local community. In response it was pointed out that the City Council had undertaken to hold public consultation events to seek the views of the residents of Brunswick at the point the proposals had been firmed up.

· Concern was expressed regarding the “inadequate” website. The Clerk advised that the former Parish Council web pages were on a host site provided by the City Council. The Parish Council website was different and he provided the address of the site that was up to date.

· The future of the Community Centre was also discussed.
