Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of High and Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall at 7.30pm on Thursday 16th April 2015.

Minutes  The minutes of the previous years meeting were taken as read, approved and signed.
Matters Arising
Financial Report  
The Clerk reported a healthy balance of just over £1700 to begin the next financial year.  The main outgoings remain the PWLB loan repayments and the cost of grass cutting.  The budget has been set for the forthcoming financial year with no increase in the precept.
Chairs Report – Cllr Alderson read Cllr Robinson’s report
Councillors:  Cllr Patel Kash resigned as he is leaving the area and we welcomed by co-option Cllr Wendy Saunders.

Meetings:  The Parish Council met ten times in the period of this report with some changes to the regular dates caused by conflict with other activities in the Village Hall.  None of the meetings was attended by members of the public.  Councillors Watson and Barker from the District and County 

Change of Councillors attended some meeting and gave useful insights.  The police also sent a liaison officer occasionally and provided reports on the, fortunately, rare criminal activity in the area.

War Memorial:  After much discussion and deliberation, the War Memorial was refurbished just in time for the 70th anniversary of the start of WWl.  The main work comprised cutting back trees, cleaning, repairing and painting the railings and removal of the front section.  The damaged WWll sandstone plaque was replaced by one in granite.  A kerb was laid around the memorial and filled with gravel.  The cost of the work was covered from the precept and by a generous grant from the Village Society.

No Cold Callers signage:  Application was made to the NYCC Trading Standards Department for the main part of Low Worsall Village to become a ‘No Cold Calling’ zone.  The application was accepted and signs have been affixed around the village.  Infringement will be dealt with by the Trading Standards Department who have considerable powers to stop abuse.

Defibrillator: The PCC was invited by the Ambulance Service to apply for a free defibrillator for the community.  Our application was successful and, in collaboration with the Village Hall Committee, the device will be attached to the exterior wall of the Village Hall.  Delivery is anticipated within a few weeks.

Finance:  The cost of grass cutting in the village can no longer be recovered from the DCC.  Nonetheless, the budget remains in surplus and the precept remains almost unchanged from that of previous years.  The bank account showed a surplus balance of £2480.04 on 31 February 2015.

High Speed Broadband:  Cllr Watson has informed us that it is anticipated that this facility will reach the village within months but no firm date has bee announced. 

Highways:  The PCC remains concerned by the state of disrepair of the B1264 from the village to the county border and that of Village Road.  Representations will be made to the authorities.

Parish Clerk:  A formal contract of employment has been agreed with the Clerk, Mrs Joanne Staples, to whom the PCC expresses thanks for her diligent work.
